baby’s pulse stopped beating.

Quick application of artificial respir­
ation brought the child, Albert Meek, 
10 months old, back to normal breath­
ing, and he was later taken heme 
from the hospital, little the worse for 
his experience.

The chUd swallowed the pin while 
playing at home.
