Lido Bathers Disport Themselves Under
Watchful Eye of Soldiers — Fear

Enemy Landing

* Venice, Sept. 7—That part- of the
population that fled is gradually drift-
ing back to Venice since the victory on
the Plave, in spite of a slight rencwal
of activity by Austrian-airmen after a
lapse of seven months. More than 10,-
000 people who went away have return-
ed already and.the bathing season has
started again at Lido, which is the is-
land: seashore of Venice. It must be
the oldest seashore place in Europe, for
the big bathing establishment , which
used to be, in peace time, the paradise
ground for the most daring bathing cos-
tumes whigh the tastes of feminine vis-
itprs from Austria could devise, now lies
ifi thé’midst-of-the Lido defences agains
‘an enemy landing. The sand is (hq -
to trenches and a thick barbed :wire
entanglement ‘#uns sight across that pert
of the beach where the bathers bask in
the ‘sun after their-swim. It is edd. fo
see this throng of people in bright bath-
ing costumes, sitting under gay  sun

J umbrellas, with that belt of simister

barbed - wire passing among them and
sentries, with fixed "bayonets, watching
their water frolics from each comner of
the enclosure ‘and from ithe _bosis
around. ;

__Sometimes even the Venetians': are
fobliged to take their pleasures serious-
ly, for there is a notice in each dressing
cabin that the sentries have orders to
fire on any bather who goes beyond the
limits of water fixed for the establish-
ment. Since the season opened the sent-
ries have recalled three or four heed-
less swimmers by sending bullets to
splash up the water beside them.

As one leaves the bathing place, too,
there is a scrutiny by military police
to be undergone, perhaps to defeat any
attempt by the Austrians to land troops
disguised as bathers.

ROUMANIA 1S IN
GRIP __(EJYPHUS

German Docters Let People Die
"of It or of Starvation

A Heroic American—Dr. Breckinridge
Bayne Only One Who Had The
Courage to Treat It

Paris, Sept. 7—Typhus has again
broken out in Roumania, particularly
in the part occupied by the Germans,
and ‘there has been a large number of
deaths. The victims are mostly poor
Roumanian peasants, and little effort
is made by the German medical atithor-
ities to combat the disease.
serious shortage of food, and those who
do not die of typhus usually succumb
to starvation. The Moldavian section
of Roumania is practically free from the
epidemic. The information was con-
veyed to the Associated Press by Her-
bert Mayer, secretary to Charles J. Vo-
picka, American minister at Jassy, who
has just returned from Roumania via
Austria and Switzerland.

Acocrding to Mr. Mayer, an Ameri-
can physician. Dr. Breckinridge Bayne,
of Washington, D. C.,, who was in Bu-
charest for nearly two years -during the
German occupation, and who is now
on his way to the United States, was
the only one who had the courage to
go into the affected areas in Walldchia,
and fight the disease. Dr. Bayne usual-
ly was accompanied by two or three
German physicians, who pretended to
represent the German Sanitary Depart-
ment, and who would force him to en-
ter the infected homes and bring out
the patients for inspection. There had
been several deaths among the German
physicians from the disease and as a
result all German doctors had an in-
tense dread of it. - They refused flatly
to minister to the sick or dying.
Germans More Callous.

This work was left to Dr. Bayne,
whose immunity from the malady was
a constant course of mystery to the
Hun physicians. Dr. Beyne, who braved
all forms of contagion, would go into
the little mud hovels of the peasants and
carry the patients out for observation
by the German medical officers. The
Germans would look the case over cur-
sorily and then declare: “Yes, that is
typhus; take the patient back, and put
