“That this meeting resolve itself into 
an association of temperance workers to 
be known as the St. John City and 
County Brandi of the New Brunswick 
Branch of the Dominion Alliance, to be 
constituted by those present, and other 
persons to be appointed from time to 
time by religious bodies, temperance so­
cieties, and other organizations, favor­
ing the suppression of the liquor traffic.”

Mr. Boggs refers to some particular 
cases. The cost, of making one ton of 
news print was $32.88. The gross profit 
was $11.02. The labor was only ten per 
cent of the total cost, and only 38 per 
cent, of the gross profit. A yard of 
men’s worsted suitings cost an Americ­
an $1.71 to place on the market. The 
weaver got five cents a yard. The duty 
was $1.02 per yard.

Other similar illustrations are given. 
The writer points out very clearly that 
the manufacturer does not divide his 
profits, made through the consumers by 
high tariff duties, with the employees. 
In Australia an effort was made to force 
the manufacturer to divide his profits 
with the laboring man, but without suc­
cess, as it was found to be unconstitu­
tional. But the tariff as at present 
operated, in no way aids the working­
man.

The convention committee of 
the Trades and Labor Congress report­
ed the decision to hold a carnival for 
the purpose of raising funds for the 
Trades and Labor Convention to be held 
here in April.
