The report gives a detailed statement
of extensions and renewals, repairs, new
service pipes repairs, and an item-
ized account ‘of\the general expenses,
which amounted $24,188.89.

Dur-
ing the past year the Atlantic Sugar
Refineries, Limited, laid a twelve inch
pipe from the Marsh Bridge t6 the re-
finery, and permanent connection will
be made at the Marsh Bridge next
spring. The department renewed over
three and a half miles of small sized
mains’ during the past three years, and
the commissioner recommends a contin-
uance of this policy. The commissioner
points out that the present water supply
is sufficient to carry all the water need-
ed in a city of twice our population, and
if the leading cast iron pipes were clean-
ed it would materially increase the sup-
ply. Citizens are urged to keep pipe fix-
tures in good order and free from frost.
All such pipes and fixtures will be
thoroughly inspected this summer. The
question of a better supply for the high-
er levels of Lancaster will be taken up,
and it is proposed to build a reservoir
and instal auxiliary pump. The report
points out that work'last year was done
at less cost than in former years, not-
withstanding increased cost of labor and
supplies. The commissioner pays a tri-
bute to the excellent work of Superin-
tendents Doig and Ring and Chief Clerk
Martin.
