to Investigate Methods in Dominion

London, Oct. 7—The Chief Engineer 
for Railway Construction of the Govern­
ment of Victoria. Australia, will pay a 
visit to Canada soon to make an extend­
ed survey into Canadian methods on 
behalf of his government, 
sequel to the visit of Professor Taylor, 
of Adelaide University, who reported 
that the efficiency of the privately-own­
ed Canadian railway was very marked 
over the state-owned Australian rail­
ways.

Victoria owes much to Canadian 
brains in connection with her railways.
It was Sir Thomas Tait who placed 
them on a business basis, and of whom 
the premier of Victoria said: “In rail­
way matters he is a man of outstand­
ing ability.” When he took the office 
of chairman of the Victoria Railway 
Commissioners, the railways of that 

-state were at their last ebb. For many 
years the government had faced a heavy 
deficit, and the experts said that suc­
cess was impossible. In four years he 
turned a deficit of $2,000,000 into a sur­
plus of $1,000,000, besides paying off
