Some Record Long Games

The record breaking performance of
“Bunny” Hearne at Jersey City has led
to much delving into statistics. His
achievement in holding the Skeeters
scoreless for twenty innings is generally
recognized as a record, but there have
been other games almost as famous.

The longest games in the National
League have gone twenty innings, there
being two sueh. Cincinnati batted to a
7-7 tie for that many innings on July
80, 1902 and on August 24, 1905, Chicago
beat Philadelphia, 2 to 1, in a twenty
inning struggle.

The. longest
record was that between Decatur and
Bloomington of the Three-I League, on
‘May 81, 1909. Decatur won by a score
of 2 to one in twenty-six innings.

The longest amateur game on record
was played at Cleveland on July 4, 1907,
whén the Brooklyn Athletic Club and
the East End All-Stars played thirty in-
nings, the Brooklyn A. C. winning by a
score of 4 to 1.

The longest game on record in point
of time was played at Carrolton, Ky.,
during the season of 1868. The game
started. at ten o’clock in the morning and
was called at six o’clockin the evening.
There is no record of the number of runs
scored.

A world’s record no-hit contest was
played at Winchester, Ky., on May 10,
1909, when, in a Blue Grass League
championship game, Winchester defeat-
ed  Lexington, 1 to 0. The game went
seventeen innings and not a single hit
was made off Tohey, the Winchester
twirler, who fanned nineteen men. To-
ney afterward went to the Chicago Cubs
but failed to make good.

THE VIEROY

Edward F. Albee is a;Yankee — a
typical Down  Easter te the manner
born. He hails from Machias, Me.,
coming from the best- Puritan stock.
His ‘ancestors were distinguighed border
soldiers in the French and Indian wars,
and several Albees won wide fame in
the Revolution and the War of 1812. It
was off Machias that the first naval
enagagement of the Revolution was
fought, an Albee being prominent in
the sea fight that resulted in lowering
the British colors. Mr. Albee is the son
of Nathaniel S. Albee, for many years
a prominent.shipbuilder of Machias and
later a resident of Boston, of which city
he became an honored public official.
Born in 1860, Mr. Albee attended the
éxcellent public schools of Boston until
1876, when he joined P, T. Barnum and
became a circus expert. In a short time
he became known nationally as a show-
man, and until 1883 traveled each season
on the road with one or other of the
big circuses.

WITH GOLDEN KEY, OPENS
CANADA’S FINEST STORE

Hudson Bay Company’s New Place in
Calgary Sterts Businéss With Much
Ceremeny

Calgary, Alta,, Aug. 19—Calgary was
yesterday the scene of one of the most
interesting ceremonies ever witnessed in
the Canadian ‘west, when Hon. G. H. V.
Bulyea, lieutenant govefnor of Alberta,
formerly of New Brunswick, formally
opened the mammoth new stores of the
Hudson’s Bay Company in this city, the
first to be built under the great com-
pany’s new mercantile policy which be-
gan with the appointment of Herbert
Burbidge as stores commissioner a year
or two'ago. J

In honor of the occasion a guard of

honor and an escort were provided by
two of Calgary’s military units. . All the
streets leading to the new stores were
thronged by great crowds who later
pressed into the new building to inspect
it in detail. The store itself was beau-
tifully decorated.

A little after noon the lieutenant gov-
ernor was escorted from his hotel by a
troop of the 15th Light Horse. A guard
of honor from the 108rd Regiment (Cal-
gary Rifles) was drawn up with the
brass band on one flank and the bugles
on the other. His Honor was handed a
solid gold key, bearing the coat of arms
of the Hudson’s Bay Company, by John
Coles, of London, a director of the com-
pany who came out especially to pepre-
sent Lord Strathcona. The governor then
made a few remarks after which he in-
serted the gold key in the lock and for-
‘mally declared the greit store open. An
elaborate luncheon was then served in
the majestic Elizahethan dining room of
the new store. Some four hundred guests
attended. When the special party of
invited guests sat down to luneh-
.eon the general public were admitted
to the store. Nothing was sold on the
opéning day and the immense throngs
spent their entire time going over and
inspecting the great emporium. The en-
tire staff of 600 employes were, dt their
places answering questions and other-
wise seeing to the comfort and conveni-
ence of the patrons.

The new” store which is the finest in
Canada, occupies a frontage of 250 feet
on one of Calgary’s principal ‘business
corners. The total floor space occupied
by the six stories is 82,500 square feet.
The structure is built of solid steel with
white terra cotta facing and contains
every facility known to the modern
store on this continent, such as children’s
nursery and playground, rest room “ren-
dezvous” or meeting place, restaurant
and cafeteria.

Last evening a banquet was held at
which the managers of all the Hud-
son’s Bay Stores in the west were guests.
It was in the nature of a family gather-
ing and the invitation list had been re-
strieted to officials of the company only.
A feature of this banquet was the pres-
ence of fur traders from the company’s
most accessible posts. : i

One of the most interesting incidents
in connection with the opéning was the
hiring of the entire street car system of
Calgary by the Hudson’s Bay Company
for the afternoon.

A COMPLICATED HORSE .
TRADE ON THE ST. CROIX

As a Result, Calais Man is Fined for
Intoxication and Customs Men Are
Appealed To

Calais, Aug, 19—As a result of a horse
trade entered info on Friday evening, a
Calais man found himself before the
ccurt on Saturday, charged with being
intoxicated. It appears that a man from
St. Stephen met the Calais man and
“shifted” with him, giving him a New
Brunswick steed which had been
brought aecross the line rather inform-
ally. The Calais man also got $10 in
“boot.” Later the Canadian decided that
he would get into trouble with not on-
ly the cutsoms officials, but with the
real owner of the horse, which belonged
to a friend, so he sought the Calais man
and wanted his steed back; but the lat-
ter was satisfied with the trade and de-
clined to surrender the animal.

In the meantime the matter
of bringing the horse across the line was
adjusted with the customs suthorities,
the steed being returned to its own
country.

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LABOR UNION OF DOCTORS; -
ANOTHER- ONE OF POLICE

Suffragettes Have Added Greatly To
The Work of the London “Bobbies”

London, Aug. 19—The British Medical
Association, at its annual meeting, ser-
iously debated the advisability of or-
ganizing as a labor union.

Recently the official organ of the as-
sociation was mulcted for heavy libel
damages for calling a practitioner a
quack. Insomuch as, under a recent
decision of the British courts, the funds
of ‘a labor union cannot be touched for
such damages, the doctors felt that the
reorganization of their association into
a labor union would not be without
certain advantages.

The police are contemplating the for-
mation of a labor union to be called
the. Amalgamated Society of Policemen.
Letters appear every week in the police
organ, citing grievances and suggesting
the formation of a union as the first step
towards their correction. One of the
chief worries of the police is due to
the suffragettes whose activities have
added greatly to their overtime, for
which they get mo extra pay. Recently
the force has béen increased in order to
give longer vacations, but the men feel
that their lot is still cast in hard places.

THINK THEY HAVE IRON
FIND IN SASKATCHEWAN

Prince Albert, Sask., Aug. 19 — Fre-
quent reports have been made by pros-
pectors th‘at Northern .- Saskatchewan
contains rich deposits of minerals and
that time will see them fully developed.
A company known as the Prince Albert
Mining and Development Co., has been
incorporated recently with a capital of
$100,000 for the purpose of working
what is described as a rich deposit of
iron ore a few miles northwest of the
city. The company have obtained from
the government a lease of 1,200 acres of
land. That an iron bed exists some-
where on the property there is abund-

Samples of these deposits have been
forwarded to Toronto and to the as-
sayer who reports as follows. Surface
sample 28 per cent. of iron. A speci-
men from the bed of the creek is assay-
ed as containing 86 per cent., and one

from the springs as high as 50 per cent.
