New York, N. Y, May 29—Harry

Hoffmann, charged with the slaying
of Mrs. Maud A. Bauer on a lonely
Staten Island road, was found guilty
of murder in the second degree by &
jury this morning. Hoffmann, stunned
at the verdict, collapsed. Judge Tier-
nan imposed sentence of from 20 years

to life in Sing Sing.
Hoffmann on his way from the court

““Now you and your lying witnesses

He suffered an emotional collapse In
his cell and cried aloud.

The conviction of Hoffmann, a mo-
tion picture operator, married, and the
father of two children, was the climax
of one of Staten Island’s most sensa-
tional murder cases. It had its incep-
tion late on the afternoon of last March
25, when the body of pretty Mrs.
Maude Bauer, young mother of two
daughters, was found by the side of &
lonely Staten Island road. She had
been shot, beaten and strangled, and

cessfully fought off an assault.

Witnesses were found who told of
naving seen Mrs. Bauer driving her
mother\and daughters in her small car,
stalling the motor in the mud ‘of a lone-
ly road when she had swerved to avold
collision with a truck. Her mother told
of a passing motorist, a lone man in &
coups, who stopped and tendered his
services to Mrs. Bauer as she was walk-
ing toward a distant house to seek as-
sistance.

For more than a week the police pur-
sued the search, which ended in the
arrest of Hoffman, who fitted the de-
scription of the man sought.

From the first he Stoutly maintained
his innocence, and a fellow motion pic-
ture operator, Ray Parker, told the pol-
ice Hoffman had been with him in the
projection room of a theatre at the
ime Mrs. Bauer was murdered.

GRANT HALL GIVES
ADDRESS ON C. P. R.

Company, He Tells Montreal
Audience, Represents Capital-
ization of, Billion.

Montreal, May 20—Something of the
trials of the early days of the C. P. R.,
notably as regards financing in the
cighties, was told by Grant Hall, vice-
president of the company, at & lunch-
eon of the Business Men’s Council of
the Federation of Jewish Philanthropies
at the Montefiore Club on Tuesday
night.

Mr. Hall said that today the mileagc
owned, controlled, and leased was
20,000 miles, with 2,500 locomotives,
and nearly 8,000 passenger cars, and
fleets crossing the lakes and oceans. -

The C. P. R. represénted a billion
dollars of capitalization, and that had
to be paid for, and the officers and all
the employes of the company, realized
that while the public must pay it was
also true that the only justification for
the existence of the system was the
service it was giving. Unless there
was the service, nothing could be asked,
but if ,there was service, the compan);
was entitled to the support of the
business commuynity.

Some of the projects' which had been
carried out by the company in the last
five years, had been the building of
leavier bridges and rails, which had
absorbed $16,000,000, and the ballasting
of track with broken stone so as to do
away with the dust nuisance.

Mr. Hall paid a tribute to the em-
ployes of the company, and to their
loyalty, and laughingly said, he would
have to be forgiven for speaking so
much of his own road, since he was
like most of the other employes entirely
bound up to it.

During his long experience ag a rail-
way man, said Mr. Hall, he had never
known of an employe on any railway
who did not make the safety of the
passengers /ﬁ: first consideration. The
second consideration was the company’s
preperty, and the last was himself.

DR. J. A, MCARTHY
DIED THIS MORNING

Young Physician Had Fine
Record in War and
at Home,

Dr. John A. McCarthy died this
morning in the General Public Hos-
pital, and St. John ‘lost one of its
brightest young physicians; one who
endeared himself to the public at
large; who was making rapid strides
in his profession, and who by his
genial character won scores of friends.
His death:came as a blow not only
to his relatives and friends but to
citizens in every walk of life.

The tributes, which flowed from the
lips of his fellow practitioners through-
out the city spoke volumes for the high
esteem in which he was held, not dénly
because of ‘his ability but because of
his personality. The medical profes-
sion, all agree, has lost much as a re-
sult of his death. 4

Was Through War,

Not only did Dr. McCarthy have
an enviable record in his chosen pro-
fession but made a name for himself
in military ranks during the Great
War. He joined the 8th Field Ambu-
lance in 1916 and was one of the first
officers: of that unit. During the fol-
lowing months he gave much time
and energy in assisting to recruit and
train the members. In January, 1917.
he proceeded overseas in charge of a
draft from that unit, which was later
changed to the 16th Field Ambulance
C. E. F. The unit was under the com-
mond of Lieut.-Colonel G. G. Corbet.

On his arrival in England Captain
McCarthy was a member of the 16thY
Field Ambulance and on the break-
ing up of the 5th division, of which
this unit was connected, he proceeded
to France and joined the 2nd Field
Ambulance. While attached to this

L 3

became a medical officer of the 5th
battalion remaining with that unit un-
til the fall of 1918. .

During the great drive of the Brit-
ish and French forces Captain Mec-
Carthy was in the thick of the bat-
tle and was ever on hand to render
succor to the wounded. Upon the sign-
ing of the armistice he accompanied
his unit into Germany. Later he re-
joined the 14th Field Ambulance and
in June 1919 was demobilized.

At Lancaster Hospital.

On his return to St. John he was
appointed superintendent of the Lan-
caster Military Hospital and remained
in .charge until he was stricken. When
the 14th Field Ambulance was reorgan-
ized in 1920 Captain McCarthy was
promoted to the rank of major.

It will be recalled that in the draft
that he took overseas a number of }us
men were detailed for duty on the ill-
fated hospital ship Llandovry Castle,
which was torpedoed by the Germans
and all were lost.

Dr. McCarthy was always a great
lover of horses, and in England won
renown for his feats of horsemanship.
He was an able officer, loved .and
respected by his men and held in high
esteem by his confreres. He was al:
“ways a boon companion, and his jovial
nature made him one of-the most popu-
lar officers in the Canadian contingent.

Speaking of Major McCarthy, his
former superior officer, Lieut.-Colonel
Corbet, said: “His work was extremely
satisfactory in every regard; he would
go to any extreme ta help a friend, and
was, in truth, loved by all with whom
he was associated.”

Prior to going overseas he specialized
in X-ray work, and his abiljty in this
part of his profession was apparent.
Since his return to St. John he had
been specializing in social diseases and
his success had been outstanding.

Dr. McCarthy was a graduate of
Maryland Medical College, Baltimore,
receiving his disploma in 1911. Upon
his arrival in St. John he first located
in Main street, where he started in
his profession, and then moved to Fair-
ville, where he soon built up a large
practice. Upon his return from over-
seas he took up his residence in Lan-
caster.

In his college“days he was a clever
athlete and won fame as an amateur
boxer. He also participated in other
lines of sport, but specialized in boxing.

Dr. McCarthy is survived by his wife
and one daughter, Fayette; also his
father, John McCarthy of Simonds
street. He was born in the North End
and received his primary education in
St. Peter’s School and the local High
School.

Dr. McCarthy was connected with
the Provincial Department of Health
as chief of the Social Hygiene depart-
ment and as chief of the St. John clinic
at the Health Centre. He was the
architect of the clinic which was de-
scribed by Dr. Hagerty as the best of
its kind in Canada.

Health Minister’s Tribute.

/

Speaking of him, Hon. W. F. Roberts,
Minister of Health, said he was a most
painstaking and efficient official, and
his loss at this time was in a sense ir-
reparable. He had a disposition which
would be described only as loveable
and likeable, and Dr. Roberts wished
to express his personal sense of loss
and pay tribute to the work of Dr.
McCarthy.

Dr. Bates’ Tribute,

Dr. Gordon Bates of Toronto, secre-
tary of the Canadian Council of Social
Hygiene, who is in the city, paid a
very high tribute this morning to Dr.
McCarthy. The latter, he said, had a
progressive point of view and had
done fine work in the province. He had
one of the finest clinics in Canada and
would be very hard to replace. All
who are interested in the work of pre-
ventive medicine, Dr. Bates said, will
feel the same regarding the loss sus-
tained. It was difficult to find men of
strong views on the importance of pre-
ventive medicine and getting diseases
that may be prevented under control.
Dr. Heagerty, Miss Pankhurst and
himself, Dr. Bates said, when they
toured the province about a year ago,
were all very much impressed by Dr.
McCarthy and the valuable work done
by him. “He was a fine fellow,” said
Dr. Bates, “and I wish to express my
very deep regret at his death.”

The transfer from
the lease holders, of whom James
Stewart and J. T. Cummings of New

P. CAMBON, FRENCH
STATESMEN, DE AD

Had Much to do With The Crea-
tion of The Entente
Cordiale.

Paris, May 29.—Pierre Paul Cam-
bon, former French Ambassador to
Itondon, died at his home here last
night.

Pierre Paul = Cambon, eminent
French statesman and diplomat, won
international fame in the early days of
the present century for his efforts in
behalf of the Anglo-French agreement
of April 8, 1904, when the powerful
and far-reaching Entente Cordiale was
born.

He was one of three brothers, all of
whom were conspicuous in French dip-
lomatic affairs at the same time. Jules
Cambon, later the best known of the
three, was ambassador to Washington;
Paul was accredited to London, and
the third brother was in a similar post
at Constantinople.

Paul was born on January 20, 1843.
He was called to the Parisian bar some
20 “years later, and after 10 years of
administrative work in various govern-
ment departments, was transferred to
the diplomatic service and appointed
minister plenipotentiary at Tunis. In
1886 he became French ambassador to
Madrid, and two years later went to
Constantinople in the same capacity.
In 1898 he presented his credentials as
ambassador to the Court of St. James.
The Entente Cordiale

He was still in London, when six
years later, the relations between Eng-
land and France had reached a critical
stage over the Faschoda incident in
Egypt.

King Edward VII had launched his
programme to readjust Europe’s equili-
brium, and bring England, France and
Russia together as a means of offset-
ting the powerful triple alliance of
Germany, Atstria and Italy. The late
Theophile Delcasse represented France
in the treaty negotiations while the
British interests were looked after by
Lord Lansdowne. .

Paul Cambon acted as intermediary

during the negotiations, and it was
largely through him that the many
difficulties were ironed out. The an-
nouncement that an agreement had
been reached came suddenly late in
1904, and astounded the world.

The basis of the treaty provided for
the French surrender to England of
certain long standing rights in Egypt,
while England conceded that France
occupied a privileged position in Mor-
occo. Aside from settling these car-
dinal points, the treaty also wound up
many other matters of controversy be-
tween the two nations. The treaty was
hailed as the “Entente Cordiale,” or
the vehicle by which France and Eng-
land were brought together into close
politicdl alliance. Hardly less important
to Europe was the fact that Russia
came indirectly into the agreemer’
through her previously existing allian
with Framee, hence King Edwar«
original purpose of uniting the thr.
cotintries through such a treaty was
accomplished.

M. Cambon negotiated and signed
the final draft after Delcasse and Lans-
downe had agreed upon the essential
terms. While its importance was not
underestimated even at that time, there
were perhaps none who foresaw the
{remendous effect the Entente Cordiale
would have ten years later, when the
World War swept over Europe.

M. Cambon came prominently to the
front in 1914, and played an important
part in frustrating the efforts of Ger-
many to separate France and Great
Britain on the eve of the great struggle.
He resigned his post in November,
1920.
