1922,

Altogether there were 788,886 births

CITY IS REALLY DRY

Cleveland Has to Resort to
Springs and Distilled Water
For Drinking and Cooking

Cleveland, March 6—Virtually all of
Greater Cleveland depended on springs
and the distributors of distilled water
for their drinking and cooking sup-
plies today. .This situation, one of the
most acute in the city’s history, was
brought about by the strong taste of
phenol and chlorine in the water
pumped from Lake Erie.

Hundreds of Clevelanders stood for
hours waiting their turn at seven ap-
proved springs. They were armed with
Jugs, bottles, pitchers, pails and even
wash tubs—in fact, any kind of uten-
sils In which they could carry water
home.

So great was the rush that police-
men were stationed at the springs to
see that each person left after obtain-
ing a gallon of water, so that the next
in line could move up.

Not only was the water of Lake
Erie charged with a strong taste of
manufacturing plant phenol, but it was
saturated with chlorine put into the
water at the filtration plant. The
situation was brought about by a thaw
of the ice allowing the phenol to flow
into the lake past the intalces.
