THE WHITECHAPEL MURDERS.

. The remarkable series of murders in
The Whitechapel district of London,
which is credited to Jack the Ripper
have attracted a degree of attention
throughout the civilized world seldom
accorded to crimes of a similar character.
It would seem as if the murderer who
passes under the name of Jack
the Ripper, whoever he may be,
had commenced a new series of
~attacks on his species, for the attempt
upon the unfortunate German woman
which was made yesterday is quite in
keeping with his previous exploits in the
same direction. In this case the unfor-
tunate woman does not appear to have
been talking to her assailant, but was
assaulted as she was passing along the
street. That such a series of murders
should be committed in one of the most
densely populated districts of London
without any discovery being made of the
person by whom they are perpetrated is
a singular proof of the immunity which
2 bold and savage man may enjoy in the
commission of crime. It will probably
be found when the truth comes to be
known that Jack the Ripperis an in-
sane person for it hardly stands to rea-
son that a man possessed of the ordinary
attributes of humanity would be guilty
of such crimes or would attempt to com-
mit them in places where their
discovery would apparently be so easy.
The immunity which the person com-
mitting these crimes has enjoyed is an
illusiration of the old proverb that there
is 110  lace where a criminal can be 8o eas-
ily lustsight of as in acrowd. Had these
murders been committed in a thinly set-
tled district where everybody kmew
everybody else the person who was
guilty of them would have been discov-
ered long ago. But being committed in
a district of London which contains
hundreds of thousands of people, many
of them habitual criminals, the murder-
er appears to have enjoyed a degree of
safety from- discovery which he could
herdly find anywhere else. It is quite
possible that this last attempt, however,
may lead to the identity of Jack the

The Parrsboro Leader publishes ai
interesting sketch of the lamber busi-
ness conducted by Young Brothers &
Co. at Newville and River Hebert. The
property owned by the company in the
vicinity of Newville consists of 12,000
acres of timber land on the Halfway
River, from four to ten miles distant
from the C. R. & C.Co’s line. The logs
cut on this land are stream driven to
the Haifway River Lake where they
are enclosed by booms near the mill
The mill stands afew rods from the
railway and its huge chimney 105
feet in height, i8 a very prominent
in the dscape. The motive
power is farnished by & 120 h. p. engine
which is amply sufficient to drive not
only the gangs of saws, but the edgers,
trimmers and lath machines with which
the mill is so thoroughly equipped. The
daily output of the mill is about 50,000
feet of deals, boards and battens and
about 50,000 laths. The number of logs
passing through the mill every working
day is 600 or more, for on an average
one log is manufactured every minute.
The property owned by the company
at River Hebert comprises 17,000 acres
of excellent timber land and a gang saw-
mill driven by *water. The daily cut of
this mill is about 40,000 feet, and about
40,000 laths. The season’s cut of spruce
lumber was finished there last Friday,
and amounted to over three million feet,
besides about three million laths aud a
large lot of shingles. The total cut of
the two mills for the present season, in
deals, boards and battens, has been sold
to Mr. George McKean, of St. Jobn, The
exact quantity is not yet known, but the
proceeds of this single sale will probably
amount to the tidy sum of $80,000.

SHE IS SLOWLY OSSIFYING.

Sad Case of a Woman Who Lives in
the State of Idahe.

Mrs, Mollie Hughes, & highly respect-
ed widow lady living near Camernville,
Idaho, is afflicted with a unique and
most distressing disease, says the St
Louis Republic. Little by little the flesh
on her entire body is turning to solid
bone,or, in other words, she is ‘becoming
ossified. The disease was first noticed
in 1886, when Mrs. Hughes was Miss
Duychink, of Canon Rapids. At that
time only a single finger was affected.
Within a month after the time
when Miss Duoychink first noticed
the numbness and stiffness of the finger
it had been accidentally broken off while
she was asleep. The incident gave the
girl no pain, there being neither blood,
nerves nor flesh left in the dise
member, but it excited the alarm of the
family, who called in a physician. 'The
broken stump of the finger was ampu-
tated back to where the living flesh set
on, and everything was thought to be all
right.

Soon the flesh, museles, arteries, veins
and nerves on her hands, fingers and
arms became as hard and feelin%ess as
the finger had been before it was broken
off. Next the awful malady extended
to the elbow, the forearms becoming as
white and as clear ag alabaster. Within
the year the toes and end of the nose
and ear tips showed a like color and
rigidness, The process of ossification
has now been going on nearly five years,
and the attending physicians say that
it is only a matter of time when the en-
tire body of the poor victim will be a
solid bone. It is a rare disease, and the
pathology of it is little understood.
