Fnding the captain did not come
up, his officers logked down the skylight
for him and saw him washing from side
to side among the wreckage of the cabin
—barrels of flour, bread, sugar, potatoes
and molasses, oil-tanks, tables, chbairs,
etc. As he was unable to extricate him-
self lines were thrown to him, and he
succeeded in getting hold of one and was
hauled up through the skylight, very
bruised and cut. He was hardly able,
to move for several days afterwards.
About this time the ship nearly righted
berself and was once more on her bot-
tom.
