LIGHTSHIP FOR
MARINE GRAVEYARD

Little Vessel Will Make 15,000-
Mile Voyage to Blunt’s
Reef.

New York, Jan, 20.—Fitting out to
gail in the wake of Admiral Evans’
Armada, now on its way to the Pa-
cific ocean, a little red-hulled lightship,
not as big as one of Columbus’ caravel,
is at Tompkinsville and will soon be
ready for the 15,000 mile voyage to
California, her future home. Stores
will be placed aboard the lightship this
week.

The lightship is new, and has been
constructed at a cost of $60,000 to take
a position on Blunt’s reef, off Eureko,
California. Blunt’s reef is one of the
famous marine graveyards of the Pa-
cific.

The feature of the trip of the new
lightship, \officially known as No. 88,
is that she is to make the journey un-
der her own steam, and with a coal
consumption of only eight tons a day.

000 acreg of land, including the Langley
ranch, the “Boston’ flats and Beddards
ranch. He informed a reporter this
morning that they had also bought out
the plant of the Ashcroft Water &
Light Company, and proposed to utilize
the same as a commercial venture, and
for 'the purpose of lighting their own
settlement. The money consideration
said to have been involved in these
purchaseg is figured at about $500,000.
About one thousand Dunker families
are expected to locate in the colony this
year,

As to the purpose of the representa-
tion, which is in Victoria on behalf of
these people to-day, Mr. Hopkins was
reticent. Generally, however, they are
seeking Certain privileges from the gov-
ernment with respect to the use of
water for irrigation works.

The information was vouchasfed by
Mr. Hopking that his colony was being
gathered from “'all over—from Mary-
land  to North Dakota.” But the re-
porter was not permitted to unfathom
the cause of their migration into a
strange land. He was only allowed to
guess that it was because the beauty.
peace and golitude of the mountains are
suifted to the Dunker taste; and that
there are special opportunities in Bri-
tish Columbia for establishing g settle-
ment after their own heart. A number of
leaders of the sect accompany the vih
tors who number about half a dessm
persong more or less.

TOLSTOPS ATTACK
ON GOVERNMENTS

His Scathing Denunciation of
Prussia’s Attitude Toward
“Poland.

Paris, Jan. 20.—The Matin publishes
a letter from Count Tolstpi to Henry
K. Sienkicwiez in reference to the lat-
ter's world plea for the repatriation
of Poland, in which Tolstoi scathiﬁgly
denounces not only .- Prussia for its
“dispoilment of Poland,” but govern-
miental power in which he finds moral
decadence.

The ochief qualification for high of-
fices as to living sovereigns is thac
they 'should be the promoters of all
kinds of massacres and violence, says
Tclstol. “They are so far beneath the
morality of the majority that they do
not awaken_ our indignhation, but only
j our pity and aversion.”

He declared that the world must
struggle against the prejudice that a
state's oppression is necessary, which
struggle, he declares, can only be won
by the people flinging themselves away
from the state.

B. C. METALS FOR
OTTAWA MINT

-EXISTENCE DUE
TO THIS PROVINCE

New Establishment in Capital
Most Up to Date in
the World.

Ottawa, Jan. 20.—In a return placed
on the table of the House there are
some interesting information and sug-
gestive figures. The existence of the
mint to-day is due almost wholly to
the demand originating in British Co-
lumbia, which with the Yukon, pro-
duces most of the precious and other
metals that will be used in making the
coinage of Canada, that is gold, sil-
ver, copper and nickel, it being in con-
templation to issue a nickel piece of
five cents value.

As.Canada is the largest producer of
nickel -in the world it will be a very
proper thing to advertise the coun-
try’s mineral wealth by utilizing that
valuable metal in the production of a
coin that will be of such common use
as a five-cent piece.

The return shows that the construc-
tion of the building cost $286,835.86; tha
site, $21,250; and the equipment, $94,-
1966.904 There are still required to com-
| plete construction $87,000 and for
fequipment $7,900. These latter expen-
{ ditures will be on account of gold re-
finery especially.

There are 72 employees, with salaries
ranging from $5,000 per annum down to
§15 per week. The Imperial autheri-
ties, as controllers of the mint, have
the right to make all appointments.
The more iniportant officials are tech-
nical officers, and these have all come
cut from,. London, where they received

e Ottawa mint is a branch.
The minor officials are appointéd = by
the deputy master of the mint on the
approval of the. finance minister. It
will be understood that the cennection
is in name only, as Canada pays the
bill, mint? what coins she wants and
receives the profit or pays the loss, as
the case may ‘be. The arrangement
ensures absolute success in initiating
operations at the mint and guarantees
efficient work.

To indicate what the value and
ckaracter of the coinage will be the re-
sults of the last ten years are given.
The face value of the copper coins for
ten years ending 1907 was $306,000,
which cost $111,932.66, showing a profit
to the government of $194,067.34. The
face value of the silver coined in the
same period was $5,242,335, at a cost to
Canada of $2,428,430.08, showing a profit
of $2,813,904.92. There has been no gold
coinage yet issued in Canada, but it is
proposed to issue $2.50, $5 and $10
pieces as soon as the refinery is oper-
ating. On the day the mint was offi-
cially opened copper and silver pieces
were made from British Columbia
metal, and it is understood that for
some time at least only British Colum-
bia metals will be used, for the reason
that the only government assay office
in Canada is at Vancouver and ‘the
only silver refinery is at Trail, B. C.
The mint is consequently and prim-
arily ‘a British Columbia institution,
notwithstanding the fact that it is not
located in either Vancouver or Vie-
toria, which at one time was a politi-
cal cry in both cities. The mint is now
in operation and it is a credit to the
government, both as regards the build-
ing and the equipment, which, al-
#ough not the largest, is the most

odern and up-to-date in the world.

GET LOBSTERS FROM CANADA.
Scarcity

in State of Maine Necessi-
tates Importation.

Portland, Me., Jan. 20.—The scarcity
of, the lobsters along the Maine coast
has necessitated the calling upon deal-
ears in the Maritime Provinces to sup-
ply the market in this city, and the
first shipment of lobsters that ever
came into Portland from Canada ar-
rived during the past week, and hag
been followed since by several large
consignments.
