"Information Contained in a Private
Letter from a Former Brit-
ish Columbian.

There is going to be serious trouble in
the Ynkon distmict, if the informatioh
contained in a private letter from Clon-
dyke can be relied upon. The peaceful
Canadians Whe have claims on the Clon-
dyke will, likely be compelled to use
guns to defend their property - against
unscrupulous ' ‘Americans  who believe

‘ ‘that in 'the far-off Yukon district they
can set British law at defiance. There
is no -reason to donbt the reliability of
the joformation contained in the letter,
as 'the sender was once a prominent
British Celumbia merchant who has al-
ways been careful about his statements.
He is at present at Clondyke, where Ee
holds one of those fabulously rich claims
that  yield: handreds of dellars to each
bucketful pf gravel. This very richmess
is the cau°e of the excitement.

Cirele City, which is in American ter-
ritory, has been infested withi the worst
characters in the: United = Stabes—fugi-
tives from justice who find there im-
imunity from punishment for their past
crimes. Whea the only - discovered
placer grounds were in ‘the ‘vicinity of
Circle City they were very jealous about
their rights and protested against amy
Canadian taking ‘up a claim in Ameri-
can territory, where, according to law,
twenty = acres  were - allowed for
a placer claim. When - the dis-
coveries were made  on . the Clon-
dyke and adjacent streams, = Inspector
Constantine of the Mounted Police, who
acts for .the Dominion govertiment; al-
lowed each claim: holder to 'Stake off
500 feet by 600 feet, or ‘about’ $IX acres,
For registering this he  charged $15,
three times the qrdinary fee.

These claims soon turned oyt to be en-

NEW LEGISLATION.
Several Bills Introduced in Legislature
Yesterday.

Several new bills were introduced’ in
the legislature yesterday, ameng - them
being one enacting that the revenie tax
shall not be collected from any clergy-
man of ¢ny denomination; or a duly en-
rolled member of the active militia who
bcars a certificate dated within the cor-
rent year from the commundmg officer
of his corps that he is duly borne upon
the roll of such corps.

Another act provides for the appoint-

mothod of ‘working and timbering the |

shafts. drifts. inclines, stopes, winzes,
tunnels, and upraises through which per.
sons pass wwhil> engaged in their daily
labors, all-exits from the mine. and How
the mine is veéntilated, together with the
sanitary condition of the same, and also
how ‘and’ where all "explosives and in-
flammabie oils and suppiies are storéed,
also the 'system of signals used in the
mines. ' The inspector shall not give no-
ftice to ANy owner, agent  or lessee ‘of
the: time when ‘such mspeetxon s‘hail be

If ‘the inspector shall reveal any in.for-
.métion in‘vegard to-ore bodies, ‘elintes or
bodies of ‘ore, ‘or location, ‘course = or
‘character of ‘mnderground workings, or
give:any information or opinlon respéct-
ing any mipe, 'obtained or formed by
him “in  making’ sach - inspéction, upon
gunimary convietion thereof the said-in-
#pector ghall be removed from office and
fined in & sum not less than one hundred
dollars nor more than one thousand dol-
lars,

Hon. Mr. Turaer's act to/prevent the
spreading of noxious weeds provides:
“Noxious: weeds,”
act, shall mean and include Canada
thistle, ox-eye daisy, wild - oats, rag
weed, charloek, sorrel, burdock, wild
mustard, and any other foul weed Je-
ciared to be a ‘‘noxious weed” by procla-
mation of the Lieutenant-Governor,
which may be issued under this act and
published in the British Columbia Ga-
zette; and “noxious seed”’ shall mean
end include the seed -of 2ny moxious
weed or any grass, clover or other seed,
or any grain among which there is such
seed of a “‘noxious. weed.”

Any person whe- sells or offers:for
sale, or who conveys to any farm, or
who sews or causes to. be sowed, or wha

Some of the Most Important Amend-
ments Introduced by Mr.
Smith’s Bill,

The Mine Laborers’ Tax Is Removed
: -—-Acqnirement of Sur!ue
Rights.

The bill introduced, by Mr. Smith to
amend the Mineral Act, 1896, has been
framed along.the lines laid down in the
report of the. select committee on min-
ing, with this important exception, that
the committee recommmended the inser-
tion of the following section, = which
does 1ot appear in Mr. Smith’s bill:

Bvery person over eighteen years of
age, and being a British subject, or be-
ing an alien, upon his making a declar-
ation. of his intention to beeome a Brit-
ish subject before any person authorized
to ‘take affidavits or affirmations under
the Oaths Act, 1892, or before the gold
commissioner or mining recorder, which
declaration shall be in the form U in
the schedule to -this act, and upon his
filing the same with the mining record- |
er, and every joint stock company, shall
be enfitled to all the rights and privi-
leges of a free miner, and shall be con-
sidered a free miner, upon takmg out a
free miner’s certificate. A miner who
shall begome a free miner shall, as re-
gards his mmmg property and liabili-
ties contracted in connection therewith,
be treated as of full age. A free min-
er’'s certificate issued fo a joint stock
company. shall be issued in its corporate
name, A .free miner’s certificate ghall
not bé transferrable.

The important amendments in Mr.
Smith's bill afé as follows: “Every
person and ‘Joint stock company engag-
ed in mining for minerals ' (other than
coal) ‘shall -take out a free miner’s cer-
tificate, and every person or joint stoek
company who mines any mineral claim
without having taken out and obtained
such certifiecate shall, on ‘conviction
thereof in a summary way, forfeit and
pay a penalty not exceeding twenty-five
dollars, besides costs.”

“Every free miner shall, during the
continuance_ of his certificate, but not
longer, have the right to enter, locate,
prospect, and -mine upon any waste
lands- of the crown for all minerals. oth-
-er than eoal, and upon all lands the
tight whereon to 30 enter upon, . pros-
pect, and mine all minerals other than
coal shall have been, or he‘reafter shall
be, reserved to the crown and its licen-
sees, and also to enter, locate, prospect,
and mine for, gold and silver upon any
lands the right whereon to so enter and
mine such-gold shall have been, or shall
be, reserved to the ground and its Ii-
censees. Excepting out of all the above
description of lands any land occupied
by any building, and any land falling
within the ecurtilage of any dwelling
house, and any  .orchard, and any land
for the time being actually under culti-
vation, and any land lawfully occupied
for mining purposes ather than placer
mining, and also ~Indian reservations
and: military or naval regervations:.Pro-
vided that where any hydraulic mining
works, . established in. accordance with
the ‘Placer Mining Aect, 1891 - have
been in operation, the land whieh may
have. been uncovered by the operation
of ‘such works shall not be located or
mined” upon by any free miner other
than ‘the - ‘person or persons-¢éarrying oa
such hydraulic ‘works for a space of six
months next after the same shall have
been’ so‘fineovered: Provided that in the
event of such entry being made upon
lands already lawfully’ occupied for
other than mining purposes, dnd not
being a portion of lands granted to and
held by or for a railway company un-
der any railway subsidy act heretofore
or to’ be hereafter passed, such free
miner shall give adequate security to
the satiselétion of the gold commission-
