no hint whatever of Christmas or the 
holiday season, although its issue of De­
cember 27th has a poem on “ The Death 
of Stephen.” It would be next to 
impossible now to find a paper 
printed in the English tongue that 
does not contain something about Christ­
mas, either in its reading or advertising 
columns.—St. John Globe.
