IMPROVED PREMISES
A Hoisting Singletree.

The illustration is of a hoisting single- 
tree which has been recently patented in 
the United States and which has been 
successfully used on hay derricks and 
where hay is pnt into the barn by means 
of a large fork. In the figure cu the right 
the singletree and accompanying apparatus 
are shown in position. The traces 
passed through the keepers, and along the 
back of the singletree to hooks in the. 
centre. The singletree being beiit, it can 
be fitted close to the horse like breeching 
without having to shorten the tracte. It 
is held np by a strap, the npper end of 
which is snapped into the ring at the back, 
which connects the straps that sup­
port the traces. By means of this 
arrangement the singletree is kept

vitality to the growing plant in making its 
start into the world until its rootlets can 
spread about in the soil for proper nourish­
ment. which some lack ot fertility compels 
it to do.

Experience teaches us that too large 
seed does not increase yield, but rather 
hu ger but fewer tubers, causing the plant 
to ripen and matnre much earlier than the 
same variety would do if cat smaller to one 
and two eyes. No grower now thinks ot 
planting whole or large seed except for 
-xtra early use, and then only in a small 
way.

Just where the part of wisdom comes in 
for me to plant 30 bn. of w'hole seed per 
acre has never yet made sufficiently for­
cible impression to induce me to do so 
only in a small way by way of experi­
ment, which resulted in favor of pieces 
cut to Weigh never more than і lb.

Selecting seed for planting requires good 
judgment, using nothing hnt smooth, 
shapely tnbers typical of the class and va­
riety to which they belong. An irregnlar, 
unshapely tuber should be absolutely 
discarded if resembling the illustration, 
Fig. 1.

Seed should not be too large, neither 
too small, bat * ‘average to fair” in size— 
not falling much below £ lb. nor much 
above * lb. in weight, cut always toward 
the stem for the excellent reason that the 
feed vein running from the stem to the 
seed end supplies the eyes with lateral veins 
running »t an angle aa indicated in illu­
stration No. 2.

If a concave knife be need it should be 
very slim, or any other knife need should 
be of like character so that the grain of 
the seed piece will not be broken by wedg- 
iny in passing the blade through while 
cutting. I should be a little doubtful 
about using a catting machine that onto 
directly at right angles with the central 
feed vein, thus destroying the functional 
point of the central and lateral vein. 
This I should consider a very grave mis­
take and one that should undoubtedly be 
avoided.

The seed end is never taken into further 
consideration than to see that the piece 
contains at least one eye of fair size which 
goes into the pile with the rest. Some va­
rieties are prone to false eyes which should 
be carefully watched or hills will be miss­

Home Cheese For Home Folk.

SHERIFF’S SALE.The amount of cheese which any fanner 
would be likely to make is email, says the 
Kansas Farmer, so it would not pay to bay 
t-xpensive machinery or appliances. A 
thermometer is necessary, and for the 
amount of milk usually found a new tin 
wash boiler will do in which to make the 
curd. If two milkings are put into one 
cheese, a boiler for night’s milk and one 
for the morning’s milk will suffice.

The milk should be mixed in the morn­
ing and slowly raised to 80° F., the rennet 
and the coloring must be added, well 
stirred in and the curd allowed to form, 
which it should do in about forty minutes.

The coloring may be used or not, as one 
chooses. It may be bought at the drug 
.store, and while it improves the color of 
the cheese, it is harmless. All factory 
cheese tfs we see it is colored. The rennet 
may be of two kinds. The old way was to 
use the salted rennet and soak it in water. 
A better way, when one makea a small 
quantity of cheese or makes cheese irregu­
larly. to to buy the rennet tablets made by 
Hansen. Full directions for using them 
are found with each package.

When the curd is firm it must be cut 
into small cubes with a long-bladed knife 
and allowed to stand about an hoar. It is 
then gently heated to a temperature be­
tween 96° and 100° F., never higher, and 
allowed to hold this temperature about 
ten or fifteen minutes. The old rule for 
heating was to let the card beet for one 
and a naif hours and to hold 
ature until a .bit of the curd, when chewed, 
“squeaked in the teeth.”

The whey is now drawn off and the curd 
Wring in a cloth to drain. It to minced 
fias, salted with from two to two and a 
hajf pounds salt to each hundred pounds 
of .card—the proportion for small cheeses 
being (exactly the same. It may be pres­
sed twenty four hours, and the hoop, with 
its ‘ follower,” must be strong, while the 
press may be any home-made press which 
will bxmg the desired weight on the 
cheese,

When pressed the cheese may be taken 
ont of the cloth in which it was put into 
the hoop and be bandaged neatly with 
cheese-cloth. It should stand in a room 
never higher in temperature than 70°, and 
should be turned every day until it is 
cured. Many cheese makers like to grease 
the outside of the cheese with a little fresh 
baiter every time it is turned, 
be kept ач*ау from the flies, and it should 
cure in from ten days to a month.
