C E.—I have a home that was cas-
trated about five weeks ago. He bled
a great-deal during the next three days
Now his penis hangs from his sheath.
He draws it up at times, but on stand-
ing it relaxes again. The wounds from
the castrating are almost well. Will
he get better when the wounds are
theroughly healed ?

Ans.—The trouble lis known as pa-
ralysis of the penis, and has probably
been caused by great loss of blood and
is a very difficuilt thing to cure. Place
it in ‘proper position and keep it in
place by means of a bandage round
the body. Give daily one-haif ounce of
tincture of nux vomica, also daily one
ounce of Fowler's solution of arsenic.
Other means failing, amputation of the
part will be necem&ry

Subscriber.—I rha.ve a fine two-year-
old colt that is very thin, hide-bound
and sluggish,  swells in the legs on
standing, also on each side of the belly,
bites the wall and eats manure. What
s the trouble.? I take great interest
" in the veterinary department.

Ans.—Your colt has indigestion. Feed
moderately on easily digested foods,
such as boiled oats, cut and steamed
timothy hay. Give regular exercise
and good grooming. Give from one to
two quarts of lime water two or three
times daily. Give full doses of tonic
powder, also daily ounce doses of For-
ler’s solution of arsenic.

Farmer,—I ‘haave & grey mare, four-
teen years old, that has several lumps
on her ' body.” She has a very large
one at the root of her tail and two or
three smailler ones on her neck. She is
faﬂing in flesh and has had oolic two
or three times lately. What had I
better do for her ?

‘Ans.—The trouble with your mare is
melanosis and it is incurable. It will
cause death in a short time. The tu-
mors you speak of might be removed
but would not prolong lifé. The colic
you speak of will be due to obstruction
in the bowel caused by tumors there.

M. B. -—I am glad your case is doing
so well. I would advise you to follow
the  same tre‘a:tment until thoroughly

Farmer.—I have a very valuable bull
that was very badly gored while fight-
ing wﬂmh another bull a few days ago.
The largest wound is in the rump and
is about nine inches long and about five
inches deep XKindly advise.

* Ans.—Cleanse the wound well, draw
together the edges with silk sutures
and dress the wound daily with a sat-

: urated solution of Sonaalc acid.
