The Marquis of Clanvicarde read the letier ro
cently written by the direetion of the Lord Chan-
cellor of freland dismissing Lord Fifvench from the
conmission of the peuce, on the ground that the
minister of the ¢rown’ had deelured in parliament
that the Quaeen and her government were Jetermin-
ed 1o maintain the Union inviolate, and asked npon
what ground the frish goverament conld preten:
to shape ity conduet nceording to a spaech in parlia-
ment rathey than acéording to law. He also wished
to knew if any communication had been made fo
the Irish government in an officia! shapw that any
speechor message from the throne had been deliver-
ed respecting the repeal of tho onion

The Dike of Welliagton said that the Trish go-
vernment had beén imstracted that it wae the deter
mination of hey Majesty's advisers to muintain the
union inviolate. No other instractions had been
given.

The Marqnis of Clanridarde said the stép faken

by the Lord Chawcellor wad contrary o the eonsti- |

tation, and he considered his letter to be most im-
proper and anfortunate.

‘T'he Duke of Wellington referred to the anxiety
oecasioned by the agitation i freland, and said that
government had adopted measures to emable the
Lord Lisntenant of that eountry to preserve the
peace, and fo adopt all requisite mensures o pre
sorve the maion invielate.
