Paris, Tuesday, July 18.—Details of
the fighting which led to the taking
of Ovillers reached me from Northern
France this evening. The struggle for
the hatlet transformed into a strong
fortress can be counted among the
fiercest and most sanguinary combats
of the Picardy battle.

It was a place which had been a
thorn in our side, and had stopped our
victorious advance which began eigh-
teen days ago. Thus the importance
of its capture can hardly be exaggerat-
ed, but although we could not carry
it by assault, we have been creeping
nearer and nearer, gradually throwing
our tentacles round the fort, and hold-
ing it in a grip of steel,

For eleven days it has been "en-
circled on three sides, and the defend-
ers were practically cut off from any
supports, Friday's battle gave us a
still firmer grip on Ovillers, but al-
though we then emcircled it entirely,
it was necessary to quicken the ac-
tion, and once more it was determined
to take it by assault. I am told that
north country troops were employed,
the same men who fad already dis-
tinguished themselves in the fighting
at La Bolselle.
