" Boards of Benevolence of the Metho
dist Bpiscopal Chumeh, teld the con-
wention of the Associated Advertising
Clubs of the World here today. He
declared that there should be a fund
in every church for publicity purpose,
and that the church should buy space
in the daily gapers and announce its
services to the unity with the
same energy with which the business
man advértises his stock.

“In seven years of active co-opersa-
tion with the secular press we have
found the press of America sound to
ghe core,” sald Rev. Mr. Smith.
“sThere is mo controlled - American
press either by any particular church
or by any particular business. It is
ridiouwlous to say that any certain Je-
nomimation controls the American

uplift in any cemnmunity
“The question arises, what is news,
even church news?

«Should tde newspapers print
news of crime, vice conditions, and
the 1ike, fiows which is of the under-
world- Bditors differ on this guestion
and so do church men. The Bible it-
self publishes the sins, faults and fol-
bles of many of its best men, but
it also publishes the beautiful side of
Itfe, meking the moral and the spirit-
ual in life superior and more aitrac-
tive than the brutish.

“It is very difficult for a layman or
a clergyman to realize that the news-
paper or the great news services cans
not be used for propagating denom-
inational ideas or personal opinion.
“One of the simplest rules for pre-
paring & church article for the mews-
papers is seen in the difference be-
tween a newspaper article and a ser
mon. The newspaper article contains
the meat of the whole subject in the
first paragraph while a sermon grad-
ually leads through a long process of
arguments to a peroration at the end.
“There is great need of religious
articles of brains and common sense.
Writers for the newspapers should
study the newspapers in general and
makeé a special study of the tontents
of the. papers to which material will
be submitted. There is & newspaper
English or style of expression. Write
clearly and intelligently. Be brief,
be very brief, but not too briet for
clarity of expression. Do not use
backyard phrases. Be careful how
you use words, especially adjectivees
and adverbs. The shorter the words
the better. Cut out all fine Wwriting.
Bo accurate.

“1¢ 4 difficult to understand the at-
titude that the church should take to
the newspaper, unless the functions
of the newspaper are defined. One of
the editors of the Chicago Tribune,
Col. R. R. McCormick, in addressing
the school of Journalism of North-
western University said, ‘Editors and
editorial writers are servants of an
institution which scorns all service
less than the public welfare gnd which
leads or drives individual factions,
even political parties, in that direc-
tion.” The late editor, Mr. Medill of
the Tribune, said that ‘the newspaper
represented the public interest.’
“The ideal newspaper, according to
Mr. Medill, is to represent the publie
interest at all cost and in spite of all
opposition and individual interest.
With such an ideal mewspaper the
church representatives can easily co

‘“Many of the leading newspapars,
both editorially and in their newsa
ocolumns, are at present preaching the
goepel as clearly as it is being preach:
ed in any pulpit. There are editor
jals which convince us that many of
the editors are prophets, and some of
them with a prophetic vision which
ontclasses many of the preachers in
the modern pulpits. ‘This i{s a true
and faithful saying.’

“Editors could well afford to give
more space for news and churchas
could well afford to spend more mon-
@y for advertising the church in the
papers. The value of the church to
society is of great publicity value.
Roger Babson has asked the question,

* sgupposing ‘we had no sons of preaci-
ers? Preachers’ sons were once call-
od ‘the worst brats in the parish’ but
Roger Babson discovered that out of
100 leaders in America thirty-sevoen
came ffom the homes of poor country
preachers.

“Churches co-operate with news
papers in order to secure first infor-
mation and to study advertising. The
Methodist ministers of New York are
planning a six week’'s course in
church advertising, taught by New
York advertising men. In this wav
the ministers and laymen will obtain
the services of expert advertising men
and they will also give them some val-
uable information regarding the su~
cessful art of advertising.
