Fredericton, Dec. 18—The crown case
reserved by Justice Landry in the King
vs. William E. Clarke, who was lately
tried and convicted at St. John on a
charge of attempted rape on a thirteen-
vear-old girl named Ethel Train, was
argued before the supreme court here to-
day. The argument was not finished un-
til 6 o'clock this evening and court ad-
journed until 2.30 tomorrow, when a date
will be fixed for® the delivery of judg-
ment.

. B. M. Baxter appeared for Clark
and the crown was represented by At-
torney-General Pugsley. All the mem-
bers of the bench were present except
Justice Barker, who was engaged in
equity court at St. John. Clark was
convicted after two trials before Justice
landry on a charge of attempted rape,
and ds now in jail at St. John awaifing
the outcome of his counsels efforis to
procure a new trial. At the outset this
morning the attorney-general called at-
tention to the errors made by the steno-
grapher in his report of the judge’s charge
to the jury. He explained that Steno-
grapher Devine, who made the report,
was in poor health and had fallen asleep
while the judge was speaking. The er-
ror hesaid were inimportant particulae
of the judge’s charge,’ and he felt it his
duty to call the court’s attention to
them.

Judge Landry eaid that he had read
over the report of- his charge and had
made some corrections, which he had
initialed. i

Mr. Baxter read from his record a
statement wherein the judge had pointed
out that the fact that Clark had taken
the witness stand in his own behalf

ghould not be accepted as evidence that|

he was not guilty and said that it cor-
responded with his (Baxter’s) notes

Judge Landry said the statement quot-
ed did not express what was in his mind
at the time so he had afterwards inserted
the word “conclusive” just before the
word “evidence.”

After some discussion, in which the
counsel and all the judges took part, it
was decided to accept the judge’s state-

1otes. Mr. Baxter then proceeded to
rgue_ the first points of his case, that
vhere had been an improper admission of
evidence in calling Mms. Clark to- con-
tradict a estatement of Officer Greer and
then calling the latter in rebuttal during
Mrs. Clark’s absence.

Mr. Baxter completed his argument this
afternoon, occupying the attention of the
court for over three hours. He cited nu-
merous authorities and certainly made the
best showing possible for his client.

The third ground on which he urged the
granting of a méw trial was that the court
¢hould not have admitted as evidence
statements made by Ethel Train to the
police officers as to the description of her
assailant. He also contended that there
had been misdirection in the judge’s
charge in a presumption against the truth
of the priconer’s evidence, also in telling
ithe jury that the only inference they
! could draw from the testimony was that
rape had been committed.

He also contended that there had been
non-direction on the part of the trial
i judge in not telling the jury that they
| could return a vendict for indecent as-
sault. :

The attorney-general, who replied briefly
to Mr. Baxter, contended that there was
no question of an attempted rape having
been committed. The whole case of the
defence at the trial having hinged on the
identity of Miss Train’s assailant. He
thought Clarke had got off easily when
the court had only indicted him for at-
He argued

d‘nent in preference to the stenographer’s

| tempted rape instead of rape.

M. Clarke at her home in regard to her
conversation with Officer Greer had been
perfectly clear and she had understood
its meaning. The defence had endeavor-
ed to set up an alibi and Mrs. Clarke’s
 testimony to Officer Greer showed its
inconsistency.

AUSSIA CONCEDES
JPAN'S, DEMANDS

St. Petersburg, Dec. 18—The Russo-Jap-
anese negotiations, the status of ~which
were last week highly unsatisfactoryhave
entered upon a favorable stage and a rup-
ture is mno longer anticipated. It is be-
lieved that a.satisfactory arrangement,de-

The Russians realize that a failure of

Sir Oliver J. Lodge, L. D., F. R. 8.,
principal of the University of Birming-
ham, has issued the text of a- catechism,
which he read before a gathering of Non-
conformist ministers in London aad which
is designed for the use of teachers inter-
ested in the education of the young. In
the preface Sir Oliver says:

“From the viewpoint of a teacher and
a trainer of teachers the following. clauses
have been drafted by me as affording a
partially ecientific basis for future religious
education:

“Q.—What are you?

“A.—A being, alive, conscious upon this

The Eternal.

“A.—I believe in one infinite, eternal
Being, a guiding, loving Father, in whom
all things consist. I believe the divine
nature is especially revealed to man in
Jesus Christ, who lived, taught and suf-
ferred in Palestine, 1,900 years ago and has
since been womshipped by the Christian
church as the immortal Son of God and
Saviour of the world. I believe the Holy
Spirit is ever ready to help us along the
way to goodness and truth, that prayer is
the means of the communion of man and
God, and it is our privilege by faithful
service to enter life eternal, the com-
munion of saints and the peace of God.

“Q.—What do you mean by life eter-

“A.—Whereas our terrestrial existence is
temporary, real existence continues with-
out ceasing in either higher or lower form
according to our use of the opportunities
and means of grace and that the fulness of
life which is ultimately attainable repre-
sents a state of perfection at present in-
conceivable to us.

“A —Good is that which promotes de-
velopment and is in harmony with the will
of God. It is akin to health, beauty and
happiness. Evil is +hat which retards and
frustrates development and injures some
part of the universe and is "akin to dis-
ease, ugliness and misery.

“Q —How does a man know good from
evil?

“A —.His own nature; when uncorrupt-
ed, is sufficiently in tune with the universe
to enable him to be well aware of what
is pleasing and displeasing to the guiding
spirit of which he hirhself should be a
real, effective portion.

Evil and Sin.

“Q—How comes it that evil exists?

“A __Acts and thoughts are evil when
they are below the normal standard at-
tained by humanity. The possibility of
evil is a necessary consequence of the rise
in the scale of moral existence, just as an
organism whose normal temperature is far
above absolute zero is necessarily liable to
a damaging, deadly cold, but the cold is
not in itself a positive or created ‘thing.

“Q.—What is sin?

“A —Sin is the deliberate, wilful act of
a free agent who sees better but chooses
worse and thereby acts injuriously to him-
self and others. The root of sin is selfish-

ness, whereby needless trouble and pain |

are inflicted on others. It is akin to moral
suicide.
Lower Life.

“Q.—Are there beings lower in the scale
of existence than man?

«A —Multitudes. In every part of the
earth where life is possible we find it de-
veloped. Life exists in every variety of

animal, in the earth, the air and the sea |

and in every species of plants.

“Q.—Are there beings higher in the
scale of existence than man?

«A —Man is the highest of the dwell-
ers of the planet earth, but the earth is

only one of many planets warmed by the |

sun. The sun is only ome of a myriad
of similar suns which are so distant that
we hardly see them and group indiscrim-
inately as stars. We may be sure that in

some of the innumerable worlds circula- '

ting about distant suns there must be
beings far higher in the scale of existence
than ourselves.

OF LAST DELAY
AT HALEY

Get Report by Wireless of Captain’s
Log Stating Empress Arrived Hours
Before Mail Train.

Montreal, Dec. 18—Despatches sent out
by Intercolonial officials regarding the de-
laying of the Empress of Britain at Hali-
fax by the lateness of the government
train are flatly contradicted by the Cana-
dian Pacific officials.

The C. P. R. officials claimed that their
boat had been delayed several hours wait-
ing for the Intercolonial mail train, while
the Intercolonial authorities yesterday gave
out despatches which indicated that the
Smpress had not been delayed, but that,
on the contrary, their train had to wait
the boat’s arrival to send on the mails.
In order to settle this question the C. P,
. officials today Marconigraphed the cap-
tain of the Empress for a copy of his log,
which was promptly sent back by wire-
less.

The record of the captain’s log sets
fors that the Empress arrived at Halifax
at 2.30 p. m. on Saturday, but was hung
up outside the harbor by a blinding snow
storm umtil 4.30, finally anchoring in the
harbor at 5.16 and sailed again at mid-
night. Further advices state that the In-
tercolonial mail train arrived at Halifax
at 8 o’clock, when the mails were trans-
ferred to the waiting boat and by mid-
night, when the operation was concluded,
the Empress set sail again for Europe.
The de-patches of the two roads are dia-
metrically opposed with regard to the de-
lay and further explanations are exvected.
