WERE WINTER TIME RETAIN- 

ED BY PUBLIC
OTTAWA, April 1.—There were 

several April fool features to the in­
quest on Time, conducted by the 
Railway Commission this morning. 
The subject under discussion was 
"summertime" in effect to-day muni­
cipally in Ottawa but in reality the 
weather was cold enough to freeze 
the marrow in one’s bones.

The power hierarchy of the rail­
ways—superintendents, and huge, ef­
ficient rawboned, overalled men. many 
of whom have worked their way up 
from the roundhouses, had to run 
along Sparks street to the Commis­
sion’s offices to maintain any heat 
in their bodies; and as they ran they 
slid on ice and snow, caked into the 
pavement. They also had to battle 
against a north wind, coming imme­
diately over the brow of Parliament 
Hill but whose origins were to be 
found in the Laurentian mountains 
and the North Pole beyond.

So much for the summer trend of 
it. When the delegates did reach the 
Railway Commission chamber, they 
found that the clock in the room was 
still at standard time, in spite of the 
fact that all other railway, municipal 
and domestic clocks in Ottawa were 
at the new time. It was either one 
of these mental blunders which inevit­
ably accompany a flurry in chronology 
or a delicate compliment to the par­
liament of Canada, which remains 
isolated in its devotion to standard 
time.

Last week we had the parliamentary 
investigation, when we heard all 
about cattle and milk and dew and 
hired men. To-day we got the court 
scene rather than the legislative. Mr. 
Fairty, of Toronto, was there and 
the city counsel of Montreal, to say 
nothing about Sir Henry Drayton 
himself, and his colleagues, who are 
in the legal world, looked upon really 
as judges.

As in all proper legal atmospheres, 
statistics began to come. The ses­
sion had not been going for five min­
utes before “Billy” Neal, solicitor of
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France's economic, industrial and fin­
ancial status, whereby she will be 
able to take her position beside other 
nations, unharmed by the actual rav­
ages of war. This simple work of 
justice done, we would not fear com­
petition. We are perfectly able to 
take care of ourselves. This does not 
mean that we do not want coopera- 
Lion.

“Two important concessions have 
just been made to America. One was 
lifting the blockade so American food- 
stuffs can enter Germany; the other 
was allowing German gold to be used 
in payment for this food. We do not 
desire to starve Germany, but by 
lifting the blockade tremendous as­
sistance has been given Germany, 
enabling her to resist a just peace 
and by all allowing Germany’s gold to 
be used in food payments her ability 
to pay war damages has been ma­
terially lessened.

“The other Anglo-Saxon law that 
debtors shall be allowed to retain 
enough gold to live has been cited. 
We have not contested this, but we 
believe the principle presupposes the 
debtor to be honest.”

MR. HAWKER IS CONFI DENT 
OF SUCCESS

ST. JOHN, N.F., April 1.—Pilot 
Hawker of the Sopwith airplane, 
with which an attempt will be made 
to fly from Newfoundland to Ire­
land, declared to-day he expected to 
start not later than April 10.

Both Hawker and his navigator 
are very reticent but they express 
absolute confidence in the success of 
the venture. They feel sure the 
Sopwith plane will be the first to fly 
across the Atlantic.

The machine was taken to the fly- 
ing field in sections, and now awaits 
the arrival of mechanics, who are 
enroute here, and who were expected 
to be on the ground some time be­
fore the pilot arrives. They are 
aboard the steamship Kyle which 
has been jammed in the ice two miles 
off Low Point, ever since March 24. 
There is immediate indication of the 
vessel being released unless the wind 
changes. This will delay the friction 
of the airplane considerably but will 
not cause the start of the flight to 
be postponed to later than April 10, 
Hawker insists.A

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ANTI-POLISH DEMONSTRA­
TIONS NUMEROUS IN 

GERMAN CITIES
BERLIN, April 1, (By Frank J. 

Taylor).—The Danzig question has 
become the most important issue in 
Germany. The Government has tak­
en the position that serious trouble 
may result unless the Allies send 
General Haller’s Polish army to 
Warsaw by some other route than 
Danzig. Anti-Polish demonstrations 
have occurred in Berlin, Weimar, 
Breslau and Danzig. The old threat 
of Bolshevism is reiterated many 
conservative leaders declaring that 
if the Government gives in .to the 
Allies a new radical uprising may be 
precipitated.

The German Armistice Commission 
has suggested that the Polish troops 
land as Stettin, Libau or Koenigs- 

berg, Sastead of Danzig. The situa­
tion in the latter city is said to be 
critical, owing to a keer. antipathy

between the German and Polish resi­
dents. The Germans there declare 
they will resist every effort to make 
Danzig Polish.

Americans returning from Danzig 
report the Polish element is prepared 
to revolt and declare the city Polish, 
as soon as General Haller’s troops 
landed.

Reports from various sources agree 
it is impossible to assure the Poles 
a quiet passage through Danzig, so 
long as both elements are at swords’ 
points.
