a a iatter of first principle was that,
in religious niatters, objective truth was
not of' muîitch importance, and wis per-
luapîs ieyol the reacli f certainty. The
setrch after trullh was, indeed, a healthy
exercise, but if One were only honest in
the search, it was imaterial what re-

shlit' reached. Froin sucli prinîciples
it was entirely rational on ny part to
elinitate from the religious system i
wlhichl I was brought up e'erythuing but
ite bialdest natural religion. A strong
impetus to do this iad been given me by
the faious Essays and Reviews which I
rend with intense delight. Thereafter I
settled down into an external confor-
nity with the church in which I was

born, feeling that I was at perfect liberty
te interpret and modify, receive or reject,
its articles or formularies, just as Ichose,
witiîout ceain te be a good average
Episcopalian. But I was conlscious of
being in good society and very preud of
the Protestantism of my church, whieh I
looked upon as the sole and sufficient
reason of its existence. Those Episco-
palians who disclaimed the name of
Protestant as something that they were
ashamed of, I regarded as little better
than traitors. One of its bishops ha.
lately gaid of the Episcopal Churcli that
it is "iinclusive and net exclusive." I
can bear testinony to the'truth of this
remark. Rationalist and Ritualist are
equally at home within ate pale. It

mnakes ne requisition whatever upon the
neans of itslaity. Its clergy indeed are

supposed te accept the Thirty-nine Ar-
ticles, but are, apparently, at liberty toe
interpret them as they please. Intellec-

tiaal laxity or indifference is the con-
dition cf its existence as an organiza-
tion, its strength and its weakness. Dis-
turb this and it would crumble te pieces
like a rope cf sand.
