MRS. FREMONT'S REPARTEE.

Editor Citrograph—The recent |
death of Mrs. Fremont, in Los An-
geles, recalls an incident in the life
of that gifted woman, that occur-
red during the clvil war, when Gen-
eral Fremont was commander of
the Department of Missouri.

The department at Washington
considered him rash, headstrong,
and somewhat inordinate; d for
these or other reasons, withheld
from him supplies of men, provi-
sions and munitions of war that he
regarded as necessary for a success-
ful prosecution of his campaigns.
After long and wunavailing impor-
tunity, Mrs. Fremont, who jdolized
her husband, and was ambitious for
his success, determined to visit the
capital and brave the lion in his
den.

On her arrival at Washington, a
special cabinet meeting was called
to listen to her grievances. These
she stated in a clear and forcible
manner, without mincing matters
in the least.

Montgomery Blair, son of Fran-
cis P. Blair, the veteran publisher
of the Congressional Globe, was a
member of the cabinet—Postmaster
General. He having inherited a dis-
like for Colonel Benton, Mrs. Fee-
mont's father, stoutly objected to
voting any relief, and prodded Mrs.
Fremont with irrelevant and, what
she considered, impertinent ques-
tions, eliciting canstic replies.

The interview being ended, Mrs.
Fremont rose to leave the room.
On reaching the door, the elder
Blair, who was present by court-
esy, addressed her, saying, ‘It
would be well for you, Mrs. Fre-
mont, to remember where you are
—that this is the seat of the su-
preme power of the nation—that
here in Washington we make .men
and unmake men.”’ Mrs. Fremont,
with her hand on the ddor knob,
turned to Mr. Blair and replied, “I
am aware that here in Washington,
power is absolute and supreme,
that here you make men and you
unmake them, and I perceive, Mr.
Blair,” pointing to his son, who
was rather diminutive in size, and
not overly prepossessing in appear-
ance, “that you, in your day, have
‘done a very small business in that
line.” And with a merry twinkle
in her eye, and a polite “Good
morning, gentlemen,” she swept
majestically from the room, leav-
ing the Blairs to ‘‘chew the cud of
