TuurspAY, the NiNTH day of the month of DEcEMBER next, at Our City of OTTawa
aforesaid, personally you be and appear, for the DESPATCII OF BUSINESS, to treat, do,
act and conclude upon those things which in Our said Parliament of Canada by the
Common Council of Qur said Dominion, may, by the favour of God, be ordained.
