KNOW YE, that as well for the especial tru2t and confidence We have manifested

in you, as for the purpose of obtaining your advice and assistance in all weighty and
arduous affairs which may the State and Defence of Our Dominion of Canada
concern, We have thought fit to summon you to the Senate of Our said Dominion;
and We do -command you, that all difficulties and excuses whatsoever laying aside,
you be and appear for the purposes aforesaid in the Senate of Our said Dominion,
at all times whensoever and wheresoever Our Parliament nayebe in Our said Dom-
inion convoked and holden: and this you are in no wise to omit.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have eaused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS, Our
Right Trusty and Weil-Beloved the Right Honourable Sir Frederick
Arthur Stanley, Baron Stanley of Preston, in the County of Lancaster,
in the Peerage of the United Kingdom, Knight Grand Cross of Our
Most Honourable Order of the Bath, Governor General of Canada. At
Oui Government Hlouse, in Our City of Ottawa, in Our Dominion of
Canada, this Twenty-third day of February, in the year of Our Lord
One Thousand Eight hundred and Ninety-two, and in the Fifty-fifth
Year of Our Reign.

The Honourable the Speaker then acquainted the House that the Clerk of the
Senate had laid upon the Table the Certificate of one of the Commissioners setting
forth that the Hlonourable Mr. Dobson, a Member of the Senate, had made and sub-
scribed the Declaration of Qualification required by the British North America Act,
1867.

The Honourable Mr. Abbott, President of the Queen's Privy Council for Canada,
presented to the House,-The Public Accounts of Canada, for the fiscal year ended
30th June, 1891.
