.(1.) That American fishermen niay fish " in

conimon with the subjects of Her Britannic Majesty,"
in certain specified parts of Newfoundland and
Labrador, and on the shores of the Magdalen
Islauds, with liberty to dry and cure fish o1 the
shores of certain of the unsettled-or, with the
consent of the inhabitants, of the settled bays,
harbours, and creeks of Newfoundland and Labrador.

(2.) That except within the above limits American
fishermen arc not to take, dry, or cure fish on or
within three miles of the coasts, bays, creeks, and
harbours of British North America. But that they
imay enter such bays and harbours to obtain shelter,
repairs, wood, or water, and for no other purpose
whatever, under such restrictions as may be necessary
to prevent abuse by fishing or otherwise.
