A group of political science students 
have put York University on the 
map, earning York the reputation 
among American universities as the 
“Harvard of the North."

During reading week 18 third and 
fourth year political science students 
traveled to Boston to complete with 
over 100 Ivy League schools at Har­
vard Law School. Between 1,000 and 
1,200 students participated in the 
mock United Nations.
“We kind of took them by storm,” 

participant and award winner Kevin 
Talbot said. “Because York’s 
petitors were not lawyers, we were 
not considered to have a chance in 
the competition.”

Talbot, who ran in the recent cysf 
elections, received an award of merit 
for his action as a ‘judge’ in the 
International Court of Justice.

Owen Wigderson, an arts senator, 
also received an award of merit for 
his actions as a lawyer for Japan in 
the same case. Wigderson acted on 
behalf of Japan in a case versus the 
Soviet Union concerning the Kurile 
Islands.

Other York students included 
cysf presidential candidate Bob 
Walman and Cheryl Petterson, a 
candidate for director of external 
affairs. Talbot said York’s impres­
sive showing was due to their exten­
sive preparations for the events.

Other Canadian universities that 
took part in the competition, but 
failed to win the same class of awards 
as York, were the University of 
Toronto and the University of West­
ern Ontario.

The International Court of Justice 
is regarded as one of the best exam­
ples for simulation. It is held annu­
ally at Harvard and in New York at 
the United Nations.

Armour admitted the posters 
didn’t have quite the effect his 
department had intended, but said 
the blame for that rests with the Fine 
Arts design centre, not with his own 
staff.

“We don’t usually like using them, 
but this (the posters) had to be done 
on short notice,” Armour said.
