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The International Confersnss neld in Chisage
lasted for talrty-nline days, at the slose of which five
dosum«nts were pressnted for signature, The eom-
plete documentation of the Jonference nhas deen
deposited with all intersated departmerts in Jtiawa,
as well a8 reporta Hy members of the (ansdian dele-
gation on the Conference,

The United and Agsoeliated nations, neutral
pations and representatives of Denmark and Thailand
in their personal sapacitios attended the conference.
GCamda played the role of one of the three grost
poweras st the sonferangs, The maln diffioulcies srose
in attemptiog to recunsile the U.5. and U,.5, views
regarding regulaion of traffio and of rates and
here Canads agted as "honest Broxer®, Af tor
lengthy nezotiations botwaen the three powers, general
agreement was reached upon control of rates and upon
noas of the pointa regarding regulation of tralfis.

Whils at the end miner differences exiasted
betwesn the U.i, and .5, in regard to the inisial
allosation of servises in any scheme for sontrol of
traffieo and in regard to sush watters as the definition
of Shrougn traffls, it proved impossible to effest a _
resonailiation with regard So the method by whish
operators would be rewarded for effisieney. All
parties agreed wpon the Canadian propcsal that the
operator *ho demonatrated hils eff{lsleney dy ashieving
an agreed hizh average payload on a service should
be allowed to ilncrease capacity on that ssrvics,

The U,h, however toox the position that this principle
should be applied ouly to traffic endbaried in the
sountry of origin of the service, while the U.3,
asserted that 1t should apply alse to traffie pleked
up at intermediate peints on the route, asaertiag

that only thus seuld any service develop and expand
reagonably.

It proved imposasible to reash agreement on
this point and in eonsequancs all slauaes on rejulation
of rates and tralllio, aa well as a special article
desi ned to mest ithe needs of nations handicapped
in the davelopassnt of alyr travsport as a result of war
gondlticns, were dropped [rom the pormanent sonvention
agd referred for sonaideration at the interim orgaciza-
tlon agreed upon at Vhleagoe,

Buth Cauada and pange ware proyosed as the
seat of the purmacent orgs lzation while Cgnada also was
urged te provide the senl for the Interlis organisail on.
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
