According to the “ Franciscan An 
nais," " La Voce dl 8. Antonio " has 
compiled the following statistics re 
garding lbs number of Friars Minor 
engaged on both sides In the Euro 
pean war : 147 Franciscan priests are 
serving as military chaplains, 180 as 
Red Cross nurses and 81 as common 
soldiers in the ranks. Ol the student 
clerics, 76 are Red Cross nurses, 165 
common soldiers. Ot the lay Brothers 
116 are with the Rid Cross and 706 
in the soldiers’ ranks. Thus far 8 
priests have been killed and 6 
wounded, 10 clerics killed and "4 
wounded, and 81 lay Brothers killid 
and 97 wounded, Six Franciscan 
convents have been destroyed, 80 
ocoopied as barracks and 80 given 
over to hospitel purpoeei. Ol the 

i Capnohin Friars, 250 are engaged in 
the war, eomo as army chaplains, 
others (and unhappily they are in the 
minority ) as soldiers In the ranks.

England, the rate on parcels for Eng­
land applies, which is 12 cents per 
pound ; whilst, if he is In France, the 
parcels are subject to the rates ap 
plicabla to parcels for France, which 
are as follows :

40 cents,
8 lbs. 48 cents. 4 lbe. 64 cents.
5 lbs. 72 cente 6 lbs. 80 cents.
7 lbs. 88 cents. 8 lbs. $1.02.
9 lbe. 81.10.
II lbs. 81.26
Theee are exactly the same charges

which existed for years 
Canada, England and France before 
the war, and are the result ot an 
agreement or Convention made be* 
tween these conntrlee and Canada, 
and as these countries have not 
agreed to lower their rates between 
England and France, Canada hae to 
pay to them the same rates as before 
the war and must charge the same 
postage.

In all cases parcels for the troops 
must ke addressed care of Army Pose 
Office, London, England, bnt this 
does not in any way affect the rate of 
postage which depends entirely upon 
the location ol the addressee.
