Hie
host Iaverrigen and mne other Macdonalds
were dragged out of their beds, bound
hand and foot and murdered. A boy,
iwelve years old, clung round the Caprain’s
legs, and begged hard for life. He would
do anything; he wouid go anywhere; he
would fol ow Glenlyon round the world.—
Even Glen!yon it is said, showed signs 0[1
relenting ; but a ruffian, named Drummond |
ghot 1he child dead.

At Auchnaion the tacksman Auchintria-
ter was up early that morning, and was silt-
ing with eight of his own famly round the
fire, when a volly of musketry iaid him and
seven of his companions dead or dying on
the floor. His brother, who had alone es-
caped unhurt, enlled to Serjeant Barbour
who commanded the slayers, and asked as
a favour, 1o be allowed to die in the open
air.  *“Well,” said the sergeant, *[ will
do that favour for the sake of ‘your meat
which 1 have eaten, The mouuntaineer,
bold, athletic, and favoured by 1the daikness,
came forward, rushed on Alhe soldiers, who |
were about to level thewr pieces at him,
flung his plaid over their luces and was
gone 1n a moment.

Meanwhile Lindsay had knocked at the
door of the old chief, and had asked for ad-
mission in a friendly language. The door
was opened. Mac Ian while putting on his
clothes, and cailing to his servants to bring
some refreshments for his visitors, was shot
through the head. T'wo of his auendants
were slain with him. His wife was alreauy
up and dressed 1n such fiuery as the pria-
cesses of the rude Highland glens were ac-
customed to wear. ‘i'he ussassins pulled
off her clothsand trinkets.  The rings were
not easily taken froin her fingers ; but a sol-
dier tore them away with his teeth.  She
died on the following day.

The statesman to whom this great crime
is to be ascribed had pianned it with con-
summate abihity; but the ¢Xeculion was
complete in nothing but 1n guiitand infamy.
A succession of blunders saved three-fourths
of the Glencoe men from the fate of their
chief. All the moral qualities which fit men
to bear a part in the maesacre, Hamilion
and Glenlyon possessed in perfection. Bui
neither seems 1o have had much professional
skill. Hamilton had arranged his plan with-
out allowance Tor bad weather, and thisina
country and at season when the weather
was very hkely 1o be bad.  The conse-
quence was (hat the fox earths, as he called
ihem were not stopped 1n ume. Glenlyon
and his men committed the error of des-
patching their hosts with firearms, instead
of using their cold steel. The peal and
flazh o! gun after gun gave notice, from
three different parts of the valley at ot ce,
that murder was doing.  From fifiy cottages
the half-naked peasantry fled under cover of
the night to the recesses of their pathless
glen. Even the sons of Mac lan, who had
been specially marked out for destrution,
contrived to escape. They were roused
from sleep by faithiul servanis. Jobhn, who,
by the death of his father, had become the
patriarch of the tribe, quitted his dwelling
just as twenty soldiers with fixed bayonets
marched up to it. It was broad day long be-
fore Hamilion arrived. He found the work
not egen hall performed. About thirty
co-pses lay wallowing 1n blood on the dung-
mils before the doors. One or two women
were seen among the number, and—a yel
more fearful sight—a little hand which had
been lopped in the tumult of the butchery
from some infant. One aged Macdonald
was found alive. [le was probably too m-
firm 1o fly, and as he was above seventy,
was not included in 1he orders under which
Glenlyon had acted. Hamilion murdered
the old man in cold blood. 'I'he deserted
hamlets was then set on fire and the troops
deparied, driving awsy with them maoy
sheep and goats, 900 kine, and 200 of the
s:mall ehaggy ponies ol the Highluods.

It is eaid, and may be too easily believed,
that the eufterings of the fugitives were ter-
rnble, How many old men, how many wo-
men, with babes in their arms sank down and
slept their last sleep in the snow ; how many
having crawled, spent with toil and hoager,
to the precipices, died in those dark holes,
and were picked (0 the bone by those
mountain ravens, can never be known —
But it 1s probable that those who perished
by cold, weariuess, and want were pot Jess
numerous than those who were slain by
the asssssine,  Whea the iroops had retired,
the Macdonalds crept out of the caverns of
Giencoe, ventured back to the spot where
the huts had formerly siood, collected:the
scorched corpses from among the smoking
ruins, and performed some rude rites of
sepulture, The tradition runs that the
hereditary bard of the tribe took his seat on
a rock which overhuug the place of slaugh-
ter, and poured torth a long lament over
his murdered breiliren and his desolaie
home. Eighty years later that sad dirge
was still repeated by the populatioa of the
valley.— Macaulay's Hist. of England.

Luxury or Tus ANCIENTs IN Roses.—
To enjoy the scent of roses at meals, an
abundance of rose ieaves was shaken out
upon the table, so that the dishes were comn-
pletely surrounded. By an sruficial con.
trivance, roses, during meals, descended on
the guests from above. Heliogabalus, in
his folly, caused violets and roses to be
showered down upon his guests in such
quantities, that a number of them being
unable to extricate themselves, were suffo-
cated in flowers. During meal times, they
reclined upon cushions siuffed with rose
leaves, or made a couch of the leaves
themselves. The floor, 100, ‘was sirewed
with roses, and in this cusiom great luxary
was displayed. Cleopatra, at an enormous
expense, procured roses. for a feast which
she gave to -Antony, had them laid two
cubits thick on the floor of the banquet
room, and then caused nete to be spread
over the flowers in order Vo render the foot-
ing elasuc. Heliogabalus caused not only
the banquet rooms, but also the colonnades
that led to them to be covered with roses,
interspersed with hllies, violets, hyacinths
and narcissi, and walked about this flowery
platform.

ArcuaeorogicaL Discoveries.—Proofs
of the ancient grandeur of Rome are being
continually brought to light.  On the Aven-
tine, archeological 1esearches have 1aken
place, and a wall of early construction has
been found, formed of masses of tufa, afier
the manner of the Etruscans. It was re-
cognized 88 part of the old wall with which
Servins Tullius surrounded the city. In
digging the loundatiods lor the pedestal of
a statue, which is to be erected in the Piaz-
za di Spagna, the basement of an old edi-
fice was discovered ; end amongst other ob-
jects found there are (wo uras of antique
sculpture ; one of which is Greek, and carv-
ed upon it the head of Ulysses covered with
the pileus. The Poniificial Museum, says
a correspondant had not the image of that
hero, 8o that this 1s 8 precious acquisition
for them, The excavations in the Via Ap-
pia have brought to light many inscriptions,
some moaaic pavements, and the scaipiure
ol the family of Cotta. The works, 100,
are being carried on in the-Roman Forum,
aud the Basilica Rupia, where steps of yel-
low marble have been found, as also frag-
ments of large columns and Christian in-
cniptions — Londvon Atheneum.
