CHAP. 46.
An Act for the relief of Hugh Hunter.

HEREAS Hugh Hunter, of the Township of Egremont, Preamble.

McPhee, are both British subjects and residents of this
ominion, and that a marriage was in duve form of
law had and solemnized between them on the seventeenth
d?,y of February, in the year of our Lord one thousand
eight hundred and seventy-four; that at the end of two
Weeks after the said marriage, the said Catherine Hunter
deserted her said husband and eloped with one Andrew
ait, with whom she has ever since lived, and now lives, in
'ad}lltery, at Toronto, in the said Province, and has borne
<hildren to the said Andrew Tait; and whereas the said
Hugh Hunter has prayed that he may be divorced a winculo
Matrimonii from his said wife ; and whereas the said Hugh
unter has made proof of the facts above recited, and it is
®xpedient that the prayer of the said petitioner should be
8ranted : Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate and House of Commons of Canada,
€nacts as follows :—

L The said marriage between Hugh Hunter and the said His marriage

to be null and void to all intents and purposes whatsoever.
