SEVERE STORMS

Precipitation Decidedly Great-
er Than Average for
Month

‘You can state that ihe month of
January had a temperature above the
average, while the precipitation was
decidedly greater than the ordinary.”

Such was the statement made to a
reporter for The Sun yesterday by Di-
rector Hutchinson at the Observatory.

During the month St. John experi-
enced the greatest @storm in recent
vears. This occurred on the 5th and
§th. Street car and railroad tracks
were inundated; wash-outs were num-
erous, while enormous damage was
done to schooners as well as private
residences. The rainfall during the
storm amounted to 3.84 inches. The
highest velocity was 84 miles per hour
at Point Lepreaux, while the wind
reached 60 miles per hour in this city.

There were six days during the
month d&uring whieh the mercury
went below the zero mark. The Jowest
registered was on the 17th, when 9.6
below zero was shown at the Observ-
atory. The mercury also went below
zero on other days, viz., 1.6 degrees on
the 8th; 1.3 on the 13th; 2.8 on the 14th;
9.4 on the 16th; 6 on the 19th.

The highest temperature throughout
the month was 53 degrees above on the
6th. &
The total precipitation during Janu-
ary amounted to 6.563 inches. This in-
cluded 8.9 inches of rain, .83 inch of
sleet, rain and melted snow, and 18
inches of snow,

Tn some parts of this province ideal
winter weather has been experienced,
there being plenty of snow. At Fred-
ericton on-the 2nd of the month the
mercury felll to twenty-seven degrees
below the cipher. The highest regis-
tered  there was 49 degrees., The city
had three inches of rain with 28 inches
of snow during the month.

At Moncton the winter was quite
cold, ag Jow as 20 degrees belonw be-
ing registered. The highest reached
was 66 degrees above. The rainfall
.amounted to 1.3 indhes with 15 inches
of snow,

At St. Stephen the highest was 53
degrees’ and the lowest was 13 below.
There were 2.4 inches of rain and 84
inches of snow.

DR. HAANEL RETURNS

Iron Ore Properties in Que-
bec and Ontario Will be
De‘Geloped Now

OTTAWA, Feb, 2. — Dr. Eugene
Haanel, director of mines, has return-
ed from Dumarfvet,Sweden, thorough-
ly convinced of the complete success of
the electric smelting process ofy treat-
ing iron ores. He went there on invit-
gtion to imspect the new electric
smelting furnaces recently opened and
reports the conclusion that the fact
that the new furnaces hawve proven a
success in the electric treating of iron
ores is of incalculable importance to
the whole iron and steel industry of
Ontario and Quebec, because it means
that the enormous supplies of iron ore
in these provinces can be profitably
exploited, in the absence of neighbor-
ing coal deposits by means of the
abundant water powers scattered
throughout these provinces.

It is the intention of the mines de-

partment to conduct experiments in
the use of peat as fuel in a new ex-
Derimental plan being built in Ottawa
to test the possibility of power produc-
‘tion from gas producer engines. ' The
Germans have evolved a successful
method of using peat ‘with gas pro-
ducer engines and it is hoped that as
a result of the experiments the large
peat deposits scattered throughout
Canada. can Dbe made commercially
feasible for power productions.
The Labor Department reports that
during 1908 there was 3 large decrease
in trade disputes in Canade as com-
pared with preceding years. The total
number of trade disputes last year was
69, as compared with 149 in 1907, 138
in 1906, and 37 in 1905. There were ap-

The Cacouna,which reached this port
and docked at the Dominion Coal Com-
pany's wharf, had a cargo of between
1700 and 1800 tons of coal on board for
the company. The work of discharg-
ing her was carried on yesterday and
completed.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.—It has be-
come certain that William H, Taft
When he assumes the presidency will
make almost as many changes in the
personnel of the fedemal office holders
as Willlam J. Bryan might have been
expected to make had he been success-
ful in the last campaign. It is true
that some Roosevelt office heolders will
remain, but they are few and far be-
tween. For instance, while Secretary
Loeb will not have his ambition grati-
fied to go into the cabinet, he will be
given the post of collector of the port
of New York, “the best thing in this
country outside the cabinet.” Post
master General Geo, von L. Meyer is
to be transferred to the navy depart-
ment, and perhaps James Wilson will
remain as secretary of agriculture.
But beyond that the new president has
no plans for taking care of those who
owe - thelr allegiance to President
Roosevelt.

President Roosevelt has come around
to agree that the new president, if he
Is to stand on his own feet and com-
mand respéct. for his authority, must
pick his own force of office holders. In

| adaition to this Mr. Tagt has finally

become convinced that he must stand
by his friends. He has many of them
in all parts of the country., They were
the men who made the fight for his
nomination under the leadership of Mr.
Hitchcock. Of course many of the
Roosevelt office holders worked for
him,but they did it more for Roosevelt
than for Taft,

The original Taft memn, those who
went out and fought the “allies” in
New England and in New York, in
New Jergey, in the Rast and in the
West, these men are to be put in the
saddle in offices in ‘Washington and in
their home states. In other words, the
“Taft machine” that Mr. Hitchcock
and the then secretary of war built
up when the fight was on and no re-
wards .were in sight is to be tightly
welded tooother'gy the rewards that
come from a great victory at the polls,
In no other way, by no other means,
it is argued, can the new president
bind his followers to him. In no other
way can he insure his own renomina-
tion four years hence. Ir he permitted
the Roosevelt men to remain in office
the men who did the real fighting for
him would regard him as lacking in
gratitude and in practieal appreciation
of the duty of a leader of his party
to his followers.

The patronage that the new presi-
dent under this rule will have at his
disposal is very extensive, First come
the forelgn ambassadors. The United
State now has ambasgsadors to Great
Britain, Germany, Austria, Italy, Rus-
sia, France, Turkey, Japan, Braziiand
Mexico. It is assumed that changes
wili be made in most of these desir.
able posts. Some of the ambassadors
are moving the very earth to remain,
and perhaps some of them may be
able to hold on, but the fmpression
gathered here is that most of them
might as well prepare to return to pri-
vate life and give others a chance,

Coming to Washington there is @&
perfect army of assistant Secretaries,
heads of bureaus, chief clerks and pri-
vate secretaries who will have to go.
Here and there one will be kept. But
a glance will serve to show the amount
of patronage at the disposal of the new
president. In the state department are
three assistant secretaries. The first
post has already been pre-empted by
Beekman Winthrop, who is an assist-
ant secretary of the treasury now and
will be transferred because he is more
of a friend of Mr. Taft and Senaitor
Knox than of the president. Then there
are the solicitors in the state depart-
ment, a chief clerk and eight heads of
bureaus.

Grant, which occurred late Vyesterday
afternoon, removes from the midst of
a large circle of friends and business
assoclates a figure that has long. been
prominently identified with all that has
made for progress in the history of the
city.

Major Grant had heen ailing for a
year back and since the latter part of
December had been confined to his
house, ‘his demise; however, which oc-
¢urred at 3.45 o’clock yesterday after-
noon, was wholly unexpected and came
as a shock to his family and immedi-
ate circle of friends.

Major Grant was the senior member
of the brokerage firm of J. M. & O. W.
Hope Grant. He was also a former

mayor of this city,

Few St. John men were better or
more favorably known. Hs was of g
courteous manner and kindly Glsposi-
tion, and his towering and erect formy
made him a consplouous figure in: city
life. Altheugh in his seventy-fourth
year, he was very active and until his
illness took a keen interest In the af-
falrs of his businass.

He spent more than a score of years
in military service. He served success-
fully in the ordnance, commissariat
and engineering departments of the
impérial service, from 1851 to 1870, when
he was appointad war office surveyor
to ‘the Nova S8cotla command, from
which he retired in 1874 and then set-
tled in this ‘eity.

Mdjor Grant represénted Dukes ward
in the Common Council from 1881 until
1884, in which latter year he was elect-
ed mayor of the city. He was a mem-
ber of St. John Lodge, ¥. & A, M., and
of St. Andrew’s Society.

300; John Ball, 263.

While panty
politice are largely eliminated from
divic ocurcils it may be interesting to
notle that while last year’s council was
ocmposed of fine Conservatives and
two Liberals, this year it is four Lib-
erals and three Conservatives.
