NEW YORK, Nov. 27.—Ronald Am-
undsen, explorer, is here to buy hydo-
aeroplanes for his expedition in 1918,
he said on his arrival here to-day on
the Danish steamer Frederick S8th
from Ccpenhagen. The flying ma-
chines, he said, would be constructed
so asg to travel over smooth ice as
well as on water, and will be used in
interiomexploration starting from the
ship, which will take the party into
the Polar regions. The vessel will be
so constructed that the planes can
rise from and land on its decks. The
explorer added th:t another purpose
of hig visit was to buy food supplies
for the trip, because the price in Eu-
rope was prohibitive. Amundsen said
the ship will be ready for launching
in March. The work of equxppmg
will begin in July, 1917, but no effort
will be made\to get away before the
following year.
