PITTSBURG PAPER
PRAISES, THE LIFE:
 OF PROF. DUNGAN

Brantford Man Won High
Place in Realm of Am-
erican Science.

The Pittsburg Leader contains the
following reference to the death of
Dr. R. K. Duncan: F

“Dr. Robert Kennedy Duncan, one
of the best known scientific and indus-
trial research experts in the country,
head of the Mellon Institute of Indus-
trial Research of the University of
Pittsburg, di€d at his home in Wall-
ingford street at® 6.30 o'clock this
morning.

“Dr. Duncan, who was a brother of
Norman Duncan, noted author and
playwright, had been ill for some time
from an ulcer of the stomach. Yes-
terday he was in fairly good condi-
tion, but suffered a sudden relapse and
died before an operation that had
been planned could be performed.

“As a chemist and inventor - Dr.
Duncan had won a world-wide repu-
tation in his profession. He was born
November 1, 1868, at Brantford, On-
tario, a son of Robert A. and Susan
H. Duncan. He was graduated from
the University of Toronto with the
degree of bachelor of arts and first
honors in physics and chemistry in
1892. Later he took the first honors
in physics and chemistry at Clark
University and Columbia University.
He married Charlotte M. Foster of
Brantford in 1899.

“From 1893 to 1895 he was an in-

structor in physics and chemistry in
Auburn, N.Y., academic high school;
held the same position in Dr. Julius
Sach’s Collegiate Institute, New
York, until 1898, and the Hill School,
Pottstown, Pa., from 1898 to 1901. He
studied abroad in 1900, 1903, 1904, 1907
and was professor of chemistry in
Washington and Jefferson College
from 1901 to 1906. He became pro-
fessor of industrial chemistry at the
University of Kansas i 1906, and di-
rector of industrial research in the
same school in 1910, holding that po-
sition at the time of his death. He was
chosen director of industrial research
and professor of industrial chemistry
at the University of Pittsburg in 1910
and a visiting lecturer of Clark Uni-
versity in 1911.
““Dr. Duncan was the discoverer and
patentee of a new process for manu-
facturing phosphorus, of a new low-
melting glass, and of processes of
decorating glass. In 1907 he initiated
at the University of Kansas a new
scheme of industrial fellowship which
has since grown to remarkable pro-
portions there and in the University
of Pittsburg.

“He was a contributor to the New
York Evening Post in 1900, and in
1901 was sent abroad by McClure’s to
study radio-activity. He alsd was a
contributor to Harpers and numerous
other magazines, both scientific and
popular., He was a member of the
American Chemical Society, the Soci-
ety of Chemical Industry, the Kansus
Academy of Science, the Sigma XI,,
Royal Society of Arts, and a fellow of
the Chemical Society of London. He
was author of ‘The New Knowledge,’
‘The Chemistry of Commerce,” ‘Some
Chemical Problems of To-day’ and
editor of ‘The New Science Series.’

“His wife and one daughter, Eliza-
beth, survive.”
