COLD STORAGE
FOR CHATHAM

Plans Are Now Being
Considered To Establish
Plant Here

J. F. COCHRANE’S VISIT

J. E. Cochrane, of the Department
of Agriculture at Ottawa, was . in
the city Wednesday gathering in-
formation as to the advisability of
establishing a cold storage plant in
this locvality. The recent decision
of the Government to honus cold
storage cempanies,-to the extent of
giving 30 per ocent. on the cost of
the construction of bmldmgs « has,
been the means of giving added im-
petus for companies of this kind to
commence - operations in different
sections of ‘the country. A number
of. eastern ocapitalists have in’ view
the establishment of a ‘cold stor-
age concern in‘ this city.

Perhaps there is mothing which
would be of more benefit ‘to this sec-
tion of the country than a _cofd
4torage bullding. “There is noching
of this kind west of London, and
should the project “be carried to a
successful jssue, “the Kent Fruit
‘Growers’ Ascoalat{on whieh is being
oconducted along Suach  enterprising
lines, and who are do'ng much to-
wards encouraging the growing: of
good fruit, ‘will be deservingly bene-
fited. '!'he,y wouid thus be enabled
to store their stock and take advan-
mgc of any advance-in the market
prices, which they are; under ‘the
nxlstlug cironstances, unable to do.

It would aléso be a great boon to
the bu'téhers and other wvendors of
The - sugeess of
the produce of the markets of Den-
mark over those’ of other countries
in" hte British market is cited as
being entirely due to their excellent
cold storage s,ystems.
