Jabez Bumtiko Snowball, a man 
in Chatham who is striving to make a 
spoon at thé imminent risk of spoil 
ing a horn, has been ronning a slan- 
dj^Kheel called the Miramichi Ad 
ranee, ostensibly under the manage- 
agement of one D. Ci. Smith, well 
known in this city as a pctiny-a liner 
on the Telegraph and subsequently as 
the “ proprietor"’ of a paper called 
Quip, which like the Star and Mail, 
died of inanition and impecunioslty. 
In this vehicle of falsehood and slan­
der he has of late been lustily blowing 
his 0%u trumpet, and telling the be­
nighted inhabitants of the “Black 
North” (as Smith used to call the 
Northern Counties) what a wonderful, 
fellow be is, and how much better fit­
ted be is, both by na'nral talent and 
acquired ability to represent them in 
the Dominion parliament than their 
old and proved Kepreseulative, the 
Hon. P. Mitchell, who has done 
more for these Counties than all the 
other membeis who had ever repre­
sented them. Aided by this “ skill­
ed labor” man, Smith, he has been 
manufacturing uud circulating in his 
paper all sorts of lies and misrepre­
sentations about Mr. Mitchell, and 
trying to persuade the constituency of 
Northumberland, among whom Mr. 
Mitchell was born and reared and 
among whom he has spent all the best 
years of an active business and politi­
cal life, that his “ only acquaintance 
With the County has been acquired 
when making political visits to the 
constituency at long intervals.” This 
is pretty cool when applied to the man 
whose intimate knowledge of the 
Northern Counties and whose indefati­
gable exertions in their interests were 
mainly instrumental in securing 
through them the route of the •inter­
colonial Railway, the long trait» on 
which and the shrill whistle o[whose 
engines are the daily proofs ofsnow- 
ball’s mendacity.

It is said that “ whom the gods in­
tend fo destroy, they first make mad,” 
and the result of the late local election 
showed Jabez so plainly what he ha» 
to expect at the criming contest for the 
House of Commons, that he scents to 
have lost what little brains he posses- 
ed, add has “ spread himself” so fool­
ishly in his paper that he has become 
the laughing stock of the whole Pro­
vince. The following is a sample of 
the blasts bis trumpet blows, taken 
verbatim et literatim et punctuatim 
from bis paper of the 20th instant: —

“ Mr. Snowball Is a clear headed practical 
man of general intelligence and much ability.1

• * • A clear and logical thinker, he 
deals with public questions in a broad and 
comprehensive spirit and discusses them 
with more than ordinary judgment. A fluent 
speaker, he always commands attention, 
while bis general acquaintance with public 
affairs gives his opinions weight and value. 
Intimately acquainted with the County, in 
which he does an extensive lumbering, mill­
ing and general business, he is well qualified 
to represent the interests of the people, 
which are identical with his own. Residing 
among them, he will have better opportun­
ities of consulting them, in furthering their 
interests, and advocating their claims to that 
consideration which heretofore has not been 
extended to them in a degree commensurate 
with the importance of the County. We 
have very little doubt that the people of Nor­
thumberland will rally around one of their 
own residents and secure his return by a 
large majority, especially when they have 
had abundant proof that their interests could 
not be in better hands.”

This is pretty jpod, and shows con­
clusively that whatever other qualifi­
cations Jabez may lack, “ a good con­
ceit of himself’ is not one of them.— 
But our main reason for alluding to 
this disgusting piece of self praise— 
this example of brazen impudence and 
conceit, js to mention the fact that the 
whole of the article except two words, 
was stolen bodily from our issue of the 
1st instant, in which we applied the 
language to a man of more ability and 
intelligence than' Jabez can ever hope 
to acquire—the talented representative 
of Gloucester in the Local House, 
Kennedy F. Burns, Esq. To this 
gentleman the language was applicable 
and not too flattering, but to Jabez 
Bunting Snowball it never could be 
applied except as the most biting piece 
of irony that his worst enemy could 
employ. Jabez and his man Smith 
must indeed be hard pressed for thun­
der when they meanly steal from our 
columns what neither of them is capa­
ble of producing. We wish our many 
friends in Northumberland to make a 
note of this piece of literary theft, and 
to ask themselves seriously what they 
could hope to gain by sending this ig­
norant pretender to Ottawa.

(Froin the New Dominion.)
The Fisheries.

The Freeman of Tuesday last made 
another attempt to weaken the force, 
of our previous articles on the Fisher­
ies, and to persuade its readers that 
no injustice has been done to the 
Maritime Provinces, but unwittingly 
corroborated our statement, and made 
our case stronger. We showed by- 
extracts from the Commissioner’s last 
Report that the fisheries of the Mari­
time Provinces yielded $8,424,129, 
while those of Ontario and Quebec 
yielded only $2,998 370. We also 
showed that to protect these small 
fisheries the "enormous-sum of $44,153 
was paid to 20o'HBcers, while to pro­
tect the larger and more important 
fisheries of the Maritime Provinces 
only $28,269 was paid to 391 officers. 
That is, our fisheries, which yielded 
eight and a half millions of dollars, 
got for their protection but little more 
than halt tfie sum that was paid for 
protecting the Ontario and Quebec 
fisheries which yielded only three 
millions of dollars. lu reply to this 
the Freeman says that “ the money is 
spetit only in the protection of the 
shore and river fisheries ; that Over­
seers and Wardens can do little or 
nothing tor the deep sea fisheries.” 
This makes out our case precisely. 
The shore and river fisheries of Que­
bec are mac1* Jess extensive than those 
of Nova and New Brunswick,
and if the Freeman's reasoning is cor­
rect, a much smaller sum is needed to 
protect them bnt we find that New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia combined 
got but $26,295 for protection, while 
Quebec, which, according to the 
Freeman, needed it less, got $29,968. 
,, In our forwr article we said:—

We find e^what (luring the fiscal year 
ended 30th June, 1877, there was expended 
for fleh-breeding the sum of $24,037. Of 
this Ontario and Quebec got no less than 
$18,844, while Neva Scotia, New Bruns­
wick and P. E. Island got but $5,191. 
Will some of the organs of the Party of 
Purity explain to us why these things are 
thus ; will they enlighten us as to the fair­
ness of devoting tliree-fourths of this whole 
sum to Ontario and Quebec, while the rivers 
of the Maritime Provinces are fast becoming 

. depleted because the present partisan head 
of the Dcpartment’will not allow his officers 
to enforpe the fishery laws for fear of losing 
tome votes of the •• Independent Electors,'1

as was down by the letter of Overseer Fair-, persons have perished I rum VarvaliAn 
banks in our last i sue. There arc now ; out of a population of two miilion\
seven fish-breeding establishments support­
ed bv speciefvute of the House of Commons ; 
five of these are in Ontario and Quebec, and 
but two in the Maritime Provinces. Out 
of the whole rum of $34,037, Nova Scotia 
got but $3,>03, while our Province got but 
$1,388. By a supplementary vote hurried 
through the House just at the end of the 
session, $8,000 was granted for fish-breed­
ing establishments in Cape Breton and P. 
E. Island. The object of this is too plain tc 
be mistaken—these are just the places where 
the money would “Do the most good," but 
not the places where fish-breeding houses 
are most wanted.

To this the Freeman makes no furth­
er reply, and so we may conclude lhai 
our statement was correct, and that 
the money has been placed, not where 
it would do most good to the fisheries, 
but where it would best serve to “ele­
vate the standard and put down cor­
ruption.”

The Freeman has no recollection of 
any sawdust cases, and pretends to 
know nothing at all about the thirty- 
six mills in Carleton County, which, 
by the Minister’s orders, are allowed 
to put all their refuse into the river, 
nor of the mills in Kent, in which the 
M. P. for that County is interested, 
and which, at his instance, are prac­
tically exempted from compliance with 
the law. The Freeman also denies 
that Young and Melanson’s nets in 
Bathurst were restored to them at 
Mr. Auglin’s instance, although they 
were taken in the very act of illegal 
fishing. In short the Freeman knows 
nothing at all objectionable- in the 
Minister"a action, and of course as 
long as his action will help to keep 
his party in power, just so long will 
he have an apologist in the editor of 
the Freeman.

Fatal Collision In The Bay.

The Brigt. “Confederate” Sank 
Three Lives Lost.

and

During a thunder storm which pass­
ed over Ilona, on Thursday, the 6th, 
three caitie belonging lo Mr. Peler 
Ross were struck by lightning and 
instantly killed. Oil the night before, 
a barn belonging to Mr. Joseph M‘- 
Veau, of llie East Point, was struck 
by lightning and somewhat damaged. 
A cow owned by Mr. Daniel Mann 
was killed in the same storm.—P. F. 
1. Argus.

On Sunday morning about 2 o’clock 
a collision occurred in the Bay by which 
three men lost their lives and a brig 
was sunk. The brig “ Confederate,” 
trom Philadelphia for St John, was sail­
ing up the Bay, and at the hour men­
tioned was about 20 miles to the south 
of Brier Island. The captain had 
brought the vessel off St. Mary’s Bay, 
when he became alarmed at the state 
ot the weather, and put Out to sea 
again intending to nake for the Maine 
coast and at daylight to put iu the Bay.
A log thickened the atmosphere : the

NIGHT WAS EXCEEDINGLY DARK
and a fresh breeze was blowing. On 
hoard the brig an able seaman con­
trolled the helm, the mate was ou the 
deck and another man acting as look­
out, who blew the vessel’s horn. Close 
to them, bnt unknown to the bravt) fel­
lows aboard the brig, was sailing the 
barque “ Antwerp.” The male was 
the first to hear the “ Antwerp’s” horn 
and see her lights. He cried ont to a 
man at the helm to put it down hard 
and immediately the Captain sprang 
from his bed and came on deck. Be­
fore the order received by the man at 
the helm could be executed, the barque

WENT CRASHING INTO THE BRIG, 
striking her ou the bow, and cutting 
her clean through into the forcastle.
The barque swung astern and ripped 
almost the whole bow out of the brig.
The “ Confederate’s” foremast went 
over, and in less than four minutes 
after she was struck she filled and sank, 
going down head first, and carrying 
with her George Grant, the master, of 
Weymouth, N. S. ; Michael W. Dolly, 
of Granville, N. 8 , and William Wil- 
let,of Annapolis, N. S., able seamen. 
Captain Grant was in the after-part of 
the ill-fated vessel when the barque 
came down upon her, and seeing his 
imminent danger rushed forward to 
the bow, jumped for the chains on the 
bow of the barque Tmt missed his hold 
an 1 fell into the aperture made by the 
collision. From bis position he was 
nnablo to extricate himself and went

DOWN INTO THE DEEP WATERS
with his vessel. Willet was in the 
forecastle when the vessel was strnck 
and it is said never came ont. and he, 
tpo, went under with the vessel. The 
dither man was probably strnck by-a-Lî^ 
falling spar. The men on board the rca 
barque threw overboard ropes and 
made every possible effort to save the 
men so suddenly brong t face to face 
with death.

THE NAMES OF THE SAVED ARE
Alfred Grant, mate and brother of the 
captain, Weymouth," N. 8.; George 
Grant, jr., captain’s son and second 
mate, Weymouth, N. 8; Jeremiah 
Hardwicke, coçk, South Cove, N. S, ; 
John Brothers, (colored,) seaman, 
Annapolis, N. 8. These men were 
taken on hoard the barque and brought 
to this city. The rescued crew say the 
barque had every bit of sail set and 
was running between 6 and 10 knots 
an hour. The “ Confederate ” was 
loaded up to the hatches with > an­
thracite coal, which was coming to Mr.
R. P. McGivern. The vessel was con­
signed to Mr. George Thomas. She 
was owned ih Dlgby by Mr. A. Grant. 
The “ Antwerp” was from Galway, in 
ballast, and is owned by Messrs. O. 
Emery & Co. The latter vessel, ol 
which Captain Pye is master, will go 
on Quinn’s Blocks immediately for re­
pairs, several holes having been made 
in her bow and her head gear having 
been carried awaj in the collision.
