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DISCARDS HIS WIFE 
FOR HIS AFFINITY.

Artist Earles’ Neighbors Objet to dis Action 
and 500 Mob Him.

Had Prepared Tar and Feathers fo Him—He 
Tries to Justify Himself.

New York, Sept. 6.—Ferdinand Finney 
Earle was mobbed by 500 angry fellow*

\ citizens of Monroe, N. Y., and his car- 
\ riage upset by ihe»t when ho returned 

> ^irom New York after sending his dis­
carded wife and son to Europe on the 
Byndam.

His "affinity,” whose name Earle says 
is Julia Kuttner, for whom he put away 
Ms wife, was not in Monroe to see the 
«rtist fight for his life with the throng. 
She hurried away from Monroe yester- 
•day morning at 11 o’clock.

Earle escaped without serious injury, 
Trat he was saved only by .the efforts of 
Z. Paddleford, chief of police, and Po- 

I liceman West Beatty, who threw them­
selves between him and the enraged men J and women who sought to reach fltin.

Armed with a heavy buggy whip Earle 
himself stood off five men who "dodged 
past the police and attacked him. He 
dealt them blow after blow, yelling de­
fiance as he stood bareheaded in a pour­
ing rainstorm. Thomas Ryan, Earle’s 
coachman, stood with him and fought 
his assailants.

Before They Got Him.
Monroe waited last night for the man 

who set aside his wife for an “affinity” 
with all the avidity of a crowd aawit- 
ing the coming of a popular leader. A 
reception committee had arranged every­
thing in advance. The road down 
which Earle would have had to drive 
to reach "his magnificent -home was 
blocked by a stout rope; near at hand 
in a field was a bucket of tai and a pil­
low of down, contributed by an enthusi­
astic housewife. Dry shavings were ready 
to be touched into a blaze. And at the 
station, from the time that night fell, a 
crowd of several hundred watched and 
waited.

As each train pnlled into the place 
the crowd would circle around the 
oars, guarding each exit, and scan 
each descending passenger in hope of 
coming across the man who sacrificed 
his wife. It was an irreverent crowd. 
Itlacked little of artistic temperament 
or affinities. Time was when those 
gathered there were wont to do Earle 

•*t least respectful homage. But to­
night they eagerly demanded of the con­
ductors:

“Have, you got "Whiskers on board?"
And of the passengers who alighted

"Is false-face coming? We have a 

little reception arranged for him 
which it would be a pity for him to
miss.**

Adown the road, to the dark turning 
where the rope was stretched across, 
pickets wëre stationed to give the sig­
nal of Earle’s approach. But he came 
not A wiser, if not a better man. ho 
determined to remain in. New York, 
confident that the night air of Orange 
Ooranty was not good for his health ; 
and after waiting until the last train 
earns and left, the villagers gave up the 
demonstration they had prepared.

baggage, from Monroe and never return

At the Wharf.
Mrs. Ferdinand P. Earle, the discard­

ed wife of Ferdinand Finney Earle, art­
ist, vegetarian, sonneteer, advocate of 
the freedom of love, socialist and all- 
around poseur, sailed for Boulogne-sur- 
Mer at 2 o’clock yesterday afternoon on 
the Holland-American liner Ryndam with 
her two-year-old son.

But Ferdinand Earle himself did not 
wait to wave a farewell as the ship was 
pulled into the stream. Blanching at the 
hooting and threats of the crowd that 
had gathered at the pier, a more serious 
demonstration than the hissing of his 
neighbors that had speeded him from 
his country home in Monroe a few hours 
earlier, lie hurried to a cab, and as a 
crowd of 'longshoremen and other work­
ers gathered about, even seizing the har­
ness, he shrank back into his seat as 
the driver whipped up his horse and got 
away with his fare.

Ferdinand Earle is tall, pale, sham­
bling in his gait and empty featured. He 
wears a beard, a cross between the mode 
of Governor Hughes, of Bert Levy and 
that of the late lamented Elijah Dowie. 
His eyes arc weak and watery, their lids 
red. lie is mild, nay, timidly fawnlike 
in manner. He looks like a good man 
for a tea party of old lady socialists, and 
warranted always to take two pieces of 
sugar and one slap on the wrist when 
urged.

Justifies His Conduct
New York, Sept 6.—Ferdinand Finney 

Earle, the Orange County artist-social­
ist, who set his fellow townsmen at 
Monroe and other persons all agog by ! 
shipping his young wife and their little j 
son, Harold, off to Europe, so that he , 
may obtain the freedom he needs to mar-* 
rv another woman, has written to the j 
World a lengthy defence of his action, ; 
his text being recent criticism of him-1 
self by a woman writer. He says: <

“There is nothing brutal or immoral 
ir. our whole affair, except the attitude 
of the papers, which are. the helplessly ; 
and hopelessly senseless and harmful scr- ! 
vants of exploited millions.

“[ regret this notoriety for the sake ; 
of the noble woman who is going partly 
out of my life, and for the sake of the 
families who do not necessarily share 
our views. As for Harold, he goes to 
loving and loveable frmnds, and shall 
ever enjoy a father’s portection and, 
wo trust, shall live to vindicate his par­
ents.’ *

THE M'KINLEY MONUMENT
DEDICATED IN BUFFALO.

The 13th and 7th Regiments Assist in Ceremony 
—Grand Military Spectacle.

(Buffalo Courier.)
The presence of Governor Hughes in 

Buffalo; the parade of the military or­
ganizations ; the dedication of the Mc­
Kinley monument (in which the 13th 
Regiment of Hamilton and the 7th of 
London took part),- and a night run of 
the fire companies, which was in the 
nature of a mad race through Main 
street, made up the spectacular events 
•f yesterday’s Old Home Week cele­
bration.

Had it not been for Jupiter Pluvius 
the crowd would have been as large as 
that of the day before. But threaten­
ing clouds kept many at home. As it 
was, thousands of persons throngéd the 
streets, and stpod in the rain to witness 
the parade and the dedication of tht Mc­
Kinley monument. \

The firemen's parade was the gland 
climax of the day’s events. Chiei Mc­
Connell frode through Main street in his 
automobile at the head of the pai ade 
faster than any other man ever covered 
tho distance.
' The crowd was orderly and kept on 

the sidewalk, so that the fire laddies 
hau no fear of causing bodily injury to 
any of the spectator». They hfzd a 
clear road and they made a brilliant 
showing.

The illumination was as bright as 
usual. The grand stands had their 
usual crowd. The throng of sightseers 
was happy. All in all it was another 
gala day, notwithstanding the fact that 
there was rain.

Tho military feature of McKinley day, 
consisting of a parade of regulars, State 
militia and Canadian militia/awakened 
tho greatest enthusiam among thous­
ands of Buffalo people and out of town 
guests who thronged the sidewalks along 
the entire line of march and filled all 
windows and other coigns of vantage.

Governor Charles E. Hughes and his 
handsomely uniformed military staff; 
Mayor Adam and many distinguished 
guests rode in carriages, following the 
line of soldiers.

The parade was distinctly soldierly.
The march line was in column forma­

tion and the step not particularly fast. 
Following the Ngulars came the staff 
df the 66th RegiSfent of Buffalo, Brig.

Gen. Samuel M. Welch in command. The 
regimental band came behind, and then 
the regiment in dress uniform, with full 
complement of men, marched by. Com­
pany E of' Jamestown, made up of a 
part of the 65th Regiment. After the 
65th was a detail of small boys in field 
service uniforms carrying a large Ameri­
can (

Tho i3th Regiment, Royal Canadian 
Militia, Col. E. E. Wentworth Moore in 
command, was next in line, with band, 
and then came the 74th Regiment of 
Buffalo, Col. George C. Fox in command, 
the regimental band accompanying. 
Bringing up the rear was the 7th Regi­
ment, Royal Canadian Fusiliers, of Lon­
don, Ont., with band, Col. Frank A. Reid 
in command. Then followed the car­
riages containing the Governor and oth­
er speakers and guests.

The contrast in uniforms was striking. 
The regulars in their olive gray service 
suits, the New York State Militia in the 
dress uniform of blue, and the Canadian 
troops in bright scarlet tunics—the 13th 
with white helmets and the 7th with 
busbies.

Some difference in marching was no­
ticeable. The regulars moved along with 
tho steadiness and rhythm for which 
they are noted. The State militia with 
the jaunty appearance so popular with 
spectators, while the Canadian troops 
had a pleasing long swing of the right 
arm which gave the marchers a distinc­
tive mark. The American soldiers, State 
and National, shouldered arms on the 
right, while the Canadian muskets were 
shouldered on the left arm.

At the square all the troops drew up 
in review order, the line extending along 
Franklin street. They stood at “pres­
ent” as the Governor and party drove 
by to the monument, where the carriage 
contingent alighted to take part in the 
dedication exercises.

PRESS CONSIDERS SITUATION 
IN MOROCCO IS VERY GRAVE.

Moors Brave and Insistent and Gen. Drude Has 
a Hard Time Keeping Them in Check.

Paris, Sept- 7.—The Petit Parisien de­
clares to-day that another complication 
has arisen in the shape of grave disquiet 
among the Senisuasen tribesmen near 
Oudja and the Algerian frontier. Oudja, 
Which is in Morocco, has been occupied by

French force for some months. The 
military authorities, the paper declares, 
are most anxious and are preparing to 
send in troops from Algeria.

The newspapers to-nay have adopted 
an altogether graver tone in discussing 
the Moroccan situation. The more com­
prehensive reports of the engagement of 
Tuesday show it to have been much more 
serious than was first stated. The cor­
respondent of the Matin at Casa Blanca 
telegraphs as follows :

The engagement of Tuesday gave some 
idea as to the obstacles that, an expedi­
tion into the interior have to encounter, 
and the number of men needed. The 
march made by the French troops on 
Tuesday was the longest one yet, and 
marks the utmost that General Drude 
can possibly do with the force, yet this 
strong force, made up cf picked men, 
whose armament can be described as 
crushing as compared to that of the 
Moors, wae heavily engaged throughout 
the entire encounter.
