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THE PROGRESS OF THE PRE­
SENT AGE.

The present age is one of the most 
remarkable that the world has ever 
seen. The impossible of a hundred 
years ago, owing to the science, skill 
and engineering ability of the men of 
our time, are the accomplished facts 
of the present day. In almost every 
paper we take np, we read of the 
successful accomplishment of some 
gigantic undertaking or the projected 
construction of others more difficult 
and more wonderful than those 
already completed. Railway cars run 
to and fro upon the face *f -the 
earth. Lines of gigantic steamers, 
carrying the products, the manufac­
tures and the people of one clime to 
that of another, are to be found npon 
every ocean and npon erwpia. The 
telegraph carries our messtgise with 
the speed of lightning to the utter­
most ends of the earth, and our night 
is turned into day by the electric 
light. In addition to this, railroads 
run across boundless continents and 
canals connect far d'vided seas. The 
Suez Canal connects the waters of the 
Red Sea with those of the Mediter­
ranean. Surveys are at present be­
ing made lor the route of another 
great canal across the Isthmus of 
Darien, and not long since we read 
of another one being in contemplation 
which was no less than the connec­
tion of the valley of the Mississippi 
with the Atlantic seaboard. A late 
exchange says that the “proposed 
route of this canal is trom the Mis­
sissippi river, below New Orleans,to 
Mobile Bay, then following the gulf 
shore to the Bay of St. Marks, across 
the peninsula of Florida to St.John’s 
river, and then again following the 
coast northward to Charlestown. 
The length of this canal would be 
about eight hundred miles ; but ac­
cording to the preposers of the scheme, 
the number of natural water channels 
existing is so great that the length of 
canal that must be built is coin par 
atively small, and that the entire op­
eration could be carried out at a cost 
of twelve millions of dollars.’’ Then 
there is that great engineering feat, 
the Mount Cenis Tunnel, which was 
finished during the reign of Napoleon 
III,and opens up direct railway com­
munication between France and Italy- 
Néxt, we have the Mount St.Gothard 
Tunnel whicfiTuB^ttot been complet­
ed, bat to not to be opened till next 
January. This tunnel is' the largest 
in the world and intended to estab­
lish communication between Switz­
erland and Italy. Both these tun­
nels will be surpassed by the project­
ed Tunnel between England and 
Franco, which will run for over 
twenty miles beneath the English 
Channel at the point nearest tbeCoast 
ol France. By late accounts from Eu­
rope we learn that Spain is likely to 
embark in the gigantic undertaking of 
tunnelling the Pyrenees for the pur­
pose of having unbroken railway 
communication between that country 
and France. The Spanish Govern­
ment are deeply interested in the 
matter and have brought a bill into 
the Cortes authorizing its construc­
tion. They also offer to provide one 
half the funds required for the work 
providing the French Government 
furnish the remainder. The enter­
prise, if successful, will be of incalcu­
lable benefit to the two countries,as it 
will open up safe aud reliable com 
munication between them aud wipe 
ont the almost impassable mountain 
barrier that has so long divided and 
kept them apart. This move otSpain 
proves that she has at last awakened 
from lier long sleep, and by under­
taking to perform one of the most 
wonderful engineering feats of the 
age, shows that she is as desirous in 
the present day of undertaking as 
great deeds as those she performed 
when she was at the zenith of her 
greatness.

For works in which great engineer­
ing skill has been displayed, Holland 
has been famous. During long cen­
turies its people have been actually 
creating their country by reclaiming 
it from the sea. Engineering con­
tracta are magnificent affairs with the 
Dutch, and they alter, when neces­
sary, 100 miles of seacoast or reclaim 
a piece of laud from old ocean equal 
iu extent to the County of Northum­
berland as easily as one of our sur­
veyors runs a lino round a wood lot 
for one of our back settlers. Their 
latest achievements in this way has 
been the sneccssful damming np of 
the Zuydev Zee, so that its waters 
can no more flow into the Y, upon 
which the City ofAiustevdam is built, 
aud cutting a new canal from Am­
sterdam to the sea coast. Al the outer 
entrance to this canal they have con 
stvucted an entirely new harbour 
which is large and spacious and 
marvel of engineering skill aud 
ability. During the completion of 
this work, the difficulties to be sur­
mounted were very great, but they 
were successfully overcome aud 100 

miles around have beeu reclaimed

from the ocean. An English engineer 
took the contract for $12,000,000, and 
it took him thirteen years to accom­
plish the work. During its progress 
12,500 acres of land were reclaimed or 
made, which has been sold ut $600 
per acre or for the round sum of 
$7,600,000. Want of space prevents 
us continuing this subject iu oar pre­
sent issue, but we will take it up 
again at some future time.

EUROPEAN AFFAIRS.

The Crown Heads of Europe at the 
present time appear to be in the very 
best terms with each other, as thqy 
have laid all their old animosities 
aside and are paying each other, 
friendly visits. The presentCzar.who, 
in the lifetime of his father, was the 
head of the Anti-German party iu 
Russia, is now on the best of terms 
with his relative,the aged Emperor of 
Germany. During the past week the 
King of Italy has been the honoured 
guest ol the Austrian Emperor, and 
the papers have been Ailed with 
lengthy telegraph reports of their 
movements. Not only to the outside 
world kept posted with respect to the 
enthusiastic welcome they received 
from the • Austrian people when they 
appeared in public,but the expression 
of their faces and colour of their hair 
and coats are minutely described. It 
is only a few short years since Aus­
tria, its King and people were held 
in destestation by the Italians who 
looked npon them as their bitterest 
and deadliest foes, and shed their 
blood like water in front of Austrian 
guns and bayonets to drive their bat­
ed and tyranical foes ont of fair Italy. 
At that timeFrance was Italy’s warm 
friend, aud nobly proved it in the 
battle fiel.Is of Magenta and Salterino 
when her armies wrung from Italy’s 
Austrian foes that liberty which the 
Italian people had so long sought, 
sied and died tor. Now Ifaly is 
jealous of France because that coun­
try bas seized upon Tunis,and to give 
expression to her feelings she has 
sacrificed the friendship of her old and 
tried friend and formed an alliance 
with her once abhored "and detested 
foe. In these joyful reunions of the 
Crown Heads of Europe both Eng­
land and Franco appeared to be ig­
nored, but as long as they continue 
true to each other they have nothing 
to fear from the united opposition of 
the other powers. A late paper iu 
referring to the present state of affairs 
in Europe makes the following com­
ments:— ,v'

“The new deal among the Medit­
erranean powers seems likely to re­
sult in Tunis and Tripoli taken from 
Turkey to go to France, Egypt to go 
to England, and the other portions of 
European Turkey and Asia Minor to 
fall as the ring of inonarchs of Ger­
many,Russia, Austria,and„Italy choose 
to divide them among themselves. 
Italy does not like the division that 
France aud England seem to have re­
solved upon, especially objecting to 
the French seizure of Tunis. But 
neither power need fear the objec­
tions. England must put the key ol 
the gate that separates her European 
and Indian empir-i in her own hand. 
Egypt is that gate; the Suez canal to 
the key. When those are held by 
r.ngland, and Cyprus stands to keep 
watch aud ward iu the very chops of 
the passage-way from the Golden 
Horn, the imperial plans of Earl 
Boaconsfield will have unrolled, and 
the divided condition of the two por­
tions ot the British Empire will no 
longer exist.”

“MODERATION AND CANDOR."

“The --------- is a humble weekly
local paper conducted quietly by its
publisher............................... Its poll
tical preferences are on the Liberal- 
Reform side and the modkeation and 
candor with which it treats political
matters ...................................” The
above except the blanks and the cap 
itals is from a sheet published in 
Chatham and which some of our 
readets may occnssionaliy see. A 
week ago it made a vile attack on 
the Princess Louise, and 'the St. 
John Sun gave it a severei castiga 
lion therefor. It to in the reply to 
the Sun that the above quoted sen 
lence is taken. The whole reply is 
the whine of a whipped hound who 
is moderate because he is restrained 
by a muzzle. Its candor would put 
to shame the “candid man” so cele­
brated in English literature.

As examples of the moderation and 
candor with which it treats political 
matters the following “gems of rib 
aldry” from the very issue in which 
the quotation occurs will be suffi­
cient illustrations. A gentleman 
against whom this “moderate and 
candid creature," has a personal 
as well as political spite is describ 
ed as “one of the most pliant créa 
lures of the present Dominion Gov­
ernment that ever made the New 
Brunswick Executive a subject of 
contompt and ridicule has attempted 
to drive Mr McLeod out of the lum 
bering business, etc., by pursuing a 
policy towards him which a decent 
highwayman would despise."

OUR BOARD OF HEALTH.

When do the members of our Board 
of Health intend to make up their minds 
that it is time to do something T We 
have that fearful pestilence Diphtheria 
raging in our town and its vicinity, car 
rying off the younger members of many 
families of our citizens and yet that body 
has not made the slightest effort to purge 
the town of one of the maoy poisonous 
aud deadly cess pools with which it is 
infected. These sinks of disease and 
death are to-be found in all directions, 
and one of the worst is upou the front 
street, opposite Bowser’s Hotel, at times 
filled with reeking and putrid soap sods, 
poisoning the air in all directions with 
the effluvia that arises from it. With 
oar town in this disgraceful state, is it 
any wonder that we have disease and 
death in oar midst, and this state of 
affairs will continue just so long as our 
authorities look idly on and make not 
the slightest efforts to have the causes 
removed that yearly generates typhoid and 
and the other deadly maladies that yearly 
visit our town and carrying off their vic­
tims. We would direct the attention of 
our Board of Health to the following 
paragraph which we copy from a late 
exchange and advise them to go and do 
likewise?—

“The authorities ot the town 
of Sydney, Cape Breton, have taken 
commendable course in ordering 
thorough isolation of all cases of diph 
Iberia. The Board of Health have 
passed most stringent laws relating to 
the matter, and have even gone to the 
extent of enacting the imposition of a 
fine, not to exceed $100, on any person 
coming into the town of Sydney from 
any dwelling in which diphtheria exists. 
When it is known that in one town, that 
of Arichat, with a population of only 
1,000 persons, no less than eighty three 
deaths from diphtheria were registered 
last spring, the ac 'on of the Sydney 
authorities will be considered wise and 
prudent.”

BOBIED ALIVE.

Notwith­
standing his agony he made light of the 
accident, and spoke of being dug from 
hia grave. While the men were work­
ing zealously, a cry was raised that the

was alone, with the tottering avalanche 
above him, and on the bank a crowd of 
people with pitying looks and averted 
heads, waiting the fall. The bank 
crumbled slowly, and before it fell a 
school opposils let out, and the scholars 
assembled to see the brave man die. 
“God held me,” murmured the poqr fel­
low, while tears streamed from the faces 
of the lookerson. The great bank crack­
ed, stood still in a momentary check.and 
then slowly and silently came toppling 
over. There was a trembling, a deep 
thud that shook the surrounding build­
ings and the heroic fellow was buried 
beneath 500 tons of solid earth. Later 
in the day they recovered his body, 
crushed te a shapeless mass by the huge 
weight that bad fallen upon him.

BURGLARS AT LARGE.

The New Glasgow Eastern Chronicle 
furnishes us with the following informa­
tion respecting the supposed doings of 
two enterprising Burglars at present on 
the tramp in search of business :

“In February last two men were ar­
rested in Quebec for being drunk, and in 
their possession was found a number of 
skeleton keys and a letter signed T. B.’ 
sent from Charlottetown, saying, ‘As 
soon as yen get out of the penitentiary 
come to Piéton and I will meet you there 
for there is lots of work to be done in 
your line in N. 8.’ The next morning 
they paid tbeir fine for being drunk and 
left Quebec, taking tickets for Pictou. 
They gave tbeir names as Troy andRiley 
and had just completed a term of two 
years in the Kingston Penitentiary. The 
result has been that in February last the 
ticket office on the I. C. R. was broken 
into and a valise stolen out of it. About 
a month afterwards the Post Office in 
Fredericton was entered, and some time 
after the Post Offioe ia Tinro was bur­
glarized, and about,fonr weeks ago a one 
dollar bill altered to a five was passed on 
a shop keeper in New Glasgow. Con­
stable Smith got the description of the 
two men who posted the bill, which ex­
actly corresponds to that of Troy and 
Riley, which is as follows: One 0 feel 
10 inches in height, light mustache and 
chin whisker and round shoulders ; the 
other 5 ft. 8 inches in height, thick set, 
with black mustache. Both wore soft 
black felt hats. Detective SW^ington, 
of the Secret Service" who wants them 
for breaking into the I. C. R. Ticket 
Office, is confident that these two men 
are the parties who burglarised the Post 
Offices at Fredericton and Truro and the 
Picket offices at New Glasgow and Hope- 
well, and passed the counterfeit bill,more 
especially as from the description fur­
nished parties remember seeing two men 
so described in the vicinity of each of 
these places previous to the burglaries 
spoken of.

INTERNATIONAL RAILWAY BUSINESS.

From the Moncton limes of Thurs­
day last wV take the following interest 
ing article upon this subject; —

‘•There has not been since the con* 
struction ef the railway between St. 
John and Bangor, so great a quantity 
of freight and so many passengers over 
it as at present. The- road has been re- 
laid with steel rails, end has greatly en­
larged its rolliiig stock, and yet its offi­
cers are embarrassed for want of suffi­
cient cars to accommodate the traffic. 
The business, as an article in the Sun 
shows, has increased both ways. We are 
not only sending more freight and pas­
sengers over the railway than formerly, 
but are receiving more also. It is re­
ciprocity of trade based on reciprocity 
of tariffs. We are sending a good deal 
of everything to the United Sentes 
markets by rail. Four or five carloads 
of fresU meat have gone weekly since 
July, and three car loads of lime, be­
sides fish, red granite, manganese,tur­
nips, etc., etc. It also appears that St. 
Stephen, merchants are receiving, by the 
St. John and Maine and New Brunswick 
and Canada roads, very large quantities 
of Moncton and Halifax refined sugars 
and syrup. They reply, when congratu­
lated on this evidence of their being 
too honest to smuggle, that the smug­
gling of refined sugar is not profitable, 
the prices being higher in New York 
than in Moncton. St. Stephen and 
St. John merebanti also send large lots 
of our sugars to the up-river dis­
tricts.

The officers of the St. John and 
Maine anticipate an increase of fifty per 
cent in the amount of through business 
on the building of the projected bridge 
across the Falls. The tracking from the 
Intercolonial to the depot of the St.John 
and Maine in Cavleton is something en­
ormous, 150 tons having been carted 
across one day this week.

The rapid developemont of.our inter­
national trade mast be a puzzle to the 
wiseacres of the Sir Albert kind, who 
predicted that our trade with the United 
States would be utterly ruined by the 
National Policy.

The London correspondent of theNew 
YoNk World telegraphs: For some time 
past it has been whispered at the clubs 
that theGovernmenl intend to sellGibral- 
tar toSpain, and the story seems to have 
some foundation.

DEATH OF Misa LONOWORTH.

Poor Miss Longworth, whose namp 
will long be remembered by lawyers in 
connection with the celebrated Yelverton 
marriage case, is dead. Her romantic 
story is well known. TheScotch courts 
and the House of Lords decided against 
her claim to be the wife of Major Yel- 
verton, who subsequently succeeded to 
the title of Ykcêunt Aveumore; but she 
clung to hjff uame to the last. Her let­
ters, publjiued with the report of the 
trial, occupy a large volume that is to 
be found in most lawyers’ libraries. 
These letters-showed her to be a lady of 
considerable education agd taste, and the 
judges, TtTf they decided against her, 
recognized tM ability by which berc&V 
respondence with Major Yelverton "was 
distinguished. She died from dropsy.

THE HEAVENS IN NOVEMBER.

On Nov. 1, Saturn will be in opposi­
tion to the sun, rising as the sun sets and 
setting as the sun rises. The beautiful 
rings can be easily observed with a setffiH 
telescope, if the weather is fine. On the 
7th Mercury will make a transit across 
the Sun, bat will not be visible in New 
Brnnswick.Mars is becoming brilliant late 
in the evenings, and is approaching for 
the second time since the discovery of his 
moons by Professor Asaph Hall, in 
1877. The planet will be stationary on 
the 27th December, and is an interesting 
object through a large telescope. The 
small moons are to be seen, and the ap­
pearance of a snow cap about the north 
pole. The disc presents carious mark­
ings of a green colour. The outlines of 
these markings change from day to day, 
as the planet revolves on its axis.

ENOLAND9 MARINE.

The extent to which the United King­
dom is using iron for ships, and is sub­
stituting steam tor sail, is growing more 
marked each year. Of all the vessels 
built in 1880 in the United Kingdom, 
58,119 tons, were sailing, and 414.831 
tons were steam; of these only 17,925 
tons of the former and 1,382 of the lat­
ter were of wood. Sixty eight steamers 
were 6oilt last year of steel, Of thèse 
the shipyards of theCly de supplied twenty 
four, with-» tonnage of 22,684.

CENSUS OF INDIA.

The census of India was a work of such 
magnitude that Mr I’lowdon, the Census 
Commissioner, may well say it may fairly 
claim to be the largest work of the kind, 
ot which the record is available, under 
taken in any country. To take a po­
pulation of 252,541,210 persons, with 
all the details required, is indeed a stu­
pendous work. There are 123,211,327 
males and 118,166,371 females in 
British India, and the rate of increase 
over the previous census has been such 
as to make the population greater now 
than then by 12,788,565 persons. In a 
word, India added in ten years to the 
subjects of the Queen three times the 
whole population of Canada, “The 
obedience of all these million of human 
creatures to theBritish crown is a radiant 
jewel in it.”

-BUSINESS IN NEW SOUTH WALES.

The antipodean sister colony of New 
Sooth Wales appears to have had a fair 
year. The acreage under wheat was 
$252,240, with a yield of 3,f 08,737, 
bushels; showing an increase of 19,172 
acres, and 95,471 bushels. The area in 
maize—123,679 acres—bad declined by 
8,671 acres since the previous y ear,and 
the yield was leas by 275.399 bushels. 
Of barley the yield was 160,602 bushels, 
or 20,861 more than the previous crop; 
and ef oats it was 356,121, being a 
decrease of 160,816 bushels. The aver­
age of wheat per acre was 14 1-2 bushels, 
being one bushel less than the year be­
fore. Maize stood at 35 bushels per 
acre, one-third of a bnsltel less; barley 
at 20 bushels, or 1 1-2 bushels less; 
oats. 19 bushels, being 4 bushels less; 
potatoes 2 2-3 tons, as against 3 1-4; 
and hay 1-3 ton,which was less than the 
previous year. The sugar industry had 
increased in point of area; the product of 
the year was 16,352,336 lbs. Wind was 
produced in diminished quantity. Sugar 
cultivation is extending rapidly;

BANK FAILURE.

The Mechanics’ National Bank of 
Newark, which wa- supposed to be the 
strongest bank in the State of New Jer­
sey, has failed. The disaster was caus­
ed by the dishonest transactions of the 
cashier, who is a defaulter to the amount 
of $2,000,000. The contingent losses 
and can as yet only be surmised, but they 
will be large.

THE CHARACTER OF ITALY.
