A New York merchant writes to ica
Herald ~—

I do not share the apprehensions of
who raise the cry of over-production. I
lieve Great Britain can take and consume, a¥
a fair price, all the good cheese you are r
to send her. But the supply must be more
equally spread over the whole year—yon
must give us fwelve months in which to con~
sume the cheese you make in the six or seven
months from April to October. What this
country can not do is to consume i July and
August the full quantity of cheese you pro-
duce in June anq& July. There will always
be, in those months, 3 surplus ﬁclmd John
Bull’s largest digestive power. is surplus
must be held somewhere.
