Destructive Fire
—uns AL Loggieville

The village of Lozgieville was giv-
en a severe scorching last l\\.‘ednesday
night and for a time it lcoked as if
the whole village would be a prey to
the flames. Shortly eoftor eight
o'clock fire was discovered in the store
of A. & R. Loggle, near yhe oil depart-
ment. and before an ararm could be
raised the bullding was aymass of
flames. The fire then spread to Meas-
rs. Loggie's factory, next door which,
together with its conteats, were com-
pletely destroyed. Messages for help
were then sent to Newcastle and
Chatham. Aid from the latter place
arrived in about an hour, but owing
to a break in their engine the firemen
were unable to stem the progress of
the flames, which by this time had
crossed the road. Several dwelling
houses were also burning. ¢
Newcastle quickly despatched a
crew of men and a fire engine, but
the latter did not arrive until almost
one o'clock, and in the meantime a
bucket brigade had succeeded in sub-
duing the blaze.
The loss Includes the store and
factory of the Loggies’ with all their
contents and six dwelling houses oc-
cupied by eight families. The loes to
Messre. Loggle is particularly heavy,
as the foundation of their vault giv-
ing way caused all their books and re-
cords to be destroyed.
The loss is estimated at about
three hundred thousand dollars.
