Night-flying by aviators has been 
brought before the public by the

“The United States Aerial Mail 
has developed a plan for flying 
night mail which seems thoroughly- 
practicable.' once the various cities 
over which the night mail passes 
agree to maintain the necessary 
-lighting system and emergency 
landing fields.

“ It is a fact that the whole fu­
ture success of the aerial mail hing 
es upon the success of night flying 
since the time lost by laying over

“The night flyer is reduced to fly­
ing by compass, and no compass 
has yet been evolved that is suffi­
ciently reliable to be depended or 
exclusively. Then the question of 
forced landing is involved. In event 
of motor failure the flyer is obliged 
to make a landing. This is some­
times dangerous, although not as 
much as one might think, since a 
plane, properly . equipped # with 
search. lights operated from batterv 
can be guided inteirigently when 
near the ground, although being 
without power it cannot rise again 
if the ground is unsuitable for l^pd 
lng. , ,
