Thizs devoted woman, who died of
smallpox, at the Civic Hospital on Wed-
nesday last, making the greatest sacri-
fice anun can make—that of dying out
of her Convent—is deserving of more
than a passing notice: A native of
Cape Breton, and - highly connected,
she was early deprived of both parents
and found herself the eldest of seversl
brothers and sisters, to whom she de-
voted herself with untiring care direct-
ing their education and attending to all
their wants. They fully responded to
ber affecionate solicitude, for soon all
were comfortably settled, and Mary
Flora was free to follow ber long sup-
pressed inclination to become a nun.
Two of her younger sisters had become
members of the Order of the Con-
gregation de Notre Dame, and thither
she directed her stepe. After a fervent
novitiate, she was professed, and for
seven years she had zealously fulfilled
her obligations. Her last, or perpetnal
vows were made a year ago. jTheé daily
press was slightly in error on this point.
It is customary for every religious, be-
fore she receives the Holy Viaticum—
the Last Holy Communion—to pro-
nounce aloud the formula of her vows
in presence of the Sacred Host.
