The debate between the representa­
tives of the two societies was a very- 
lively one and at times threatened lo 
become acrimonious, but soma well- 
timed levity from some of the speak- 
ers cleared the air and relieved the 
tension. The offer for the athletic 
association was finally accepted and 
the ground leased to them for a period 
of ten years at a rental of $75 per 
annum.

The society decided not to hold a 
spring stallion show and that the an­
nual exhibiton should take place in 
the summer, instead of the fall. The 
subject of prizes for the exhibition 
was discussed and the request ex­
pressed by the Marshal Agricultural 
Society for amalgamation with the 
Lloydminster Society was considered 
and. referred back for future discussion. 
With some minor business r details 
disposed of the meeting closed. S. 
Rackham, president, was in the chair, 
with H. Huxley, secretary.

Charlie Baker accomplished a re­
cord today by hauling up from his 
farm, twenty miles south, the biggest 
load of grain brought into the town 
this season on one sleigh. The gross 
weight on the town scales was 7,520 
lbs., which means that he pulled in 
6,450 lbs.-, or just 107X bushels of 
wheat to the elevator. It took some 
scratching from his four big horses
