The telegraph brought us an account a 
few days ago of the death and peculiar 
bequests of a well-to-do Chinaman in Cal­
gary, N. W. T. By private correspond­
ence, the ADVERTISER learns that one of the 
beneficiaries of the man’s will is a gentle­
men formerly well known in this district, 
who, a few weeks ago, was married to a 
London young lady. The Calgary Herald 
gives this account of the matter :

“To-day James Smith, Chinaman, died at 
the house of Mrs. Nelson Hoad, a nurse, of 
consumption. He made a will and named 
Hon. James A. Lougheed and John L. 
Bowen, Esq., his executors. In his will he 
provides for the expense of his interment 
and for a monument; be leaves the price of 
a suit of clothes, each, to Revs. Messrs. 
Leach, Herdman and Jacques; he wishes 
Mrs. Hood to receive $30 a week during Ins 
illness; he leaves $500 to Mr. Robertson, of 
I. 8. Freeze & Co., and the remainder of 
some $1,500 in cash in the Imperial Bank 
here he leaves as the nucleus of a fund for a 
general hospital in Calgary. He had some 
town Iota in Lethbridge, but these he gave 
away to a friend before leaving."

The Mr. Robertson referred to above, 
formerly did business in this part of the 
country, and his wife was Miss Nellie 
Morkill, of this city. The secret of
