Curiosities of International 
Trade.

Last year, the United States' best 
customer by long odds was Great Brit­
ain, which bought $473,448,592 worth of 
products from our neighbors. In the 
same period the value of the imports 
Into the United States from Great 
Britain amounted to $167,947,820.

The United States, by Its high tar­
iff wall, hopes to decrease its imports 
from Great Britain still further. If 
that is the result, then it is highly 
probable that Great Britain will buy 
a less quantity of United States pro­
ducts, supplying her wants from coun­
tries like Canada which are anxious
to build up and not cut down trade

I
, with the greatest country of the world. 
Canada's trade with Great Britain 
showed a great Increase last year. In 
the present year, it Is advancing as it 
Las never before done, and as time 
rolls by we may expect that the 
mother country will buy more and 
more of our staple products and less 
and less of those of the United States, 

v Our neighbors cannot both discour­
age commerce by a hostile tariff and 
encourage it at the same time.

One reason for the disparity be­
tween the United States imports and 
exports from and to Great Britain 
lies in the fact that Britain has so 
much surplus money that she has in­
vested vast sums in United States rail­
way and other securities, and the in­
terest on it is paid in products. An­
other reason can be found in the fact 
that profitable trade is often carried c- 
In a roundabout way. TV 
State», for example, sends .t x 
corn to England. British . ns carry 
4t. To pay for it, Britain sends manu­
factured goods to China and Japan. 
British ships carry them. With these 
goods, tea and other commodities are 
bought for the United States. British 
ships carry these to San Francisco or 
Vancouver, and through these imports 
Britain finally liquidates her bill for 
the original shipment of wheat and 
corn.

Observe how many profits the Brit­
ish merchants and ship owners reap 
through the roundabout way that a 
restrictionist tariff forces trade.

Firearms on the Klondike.
One regulation that fthe new commis­

sioner of the Tukon should Insist on 
most strenuously is that no person 
shall go into the Canadian gold mining 
region carrying revolvers or other con­
cealed weapons. In every new mining 
camp the temptations to lawlessness 
are great. All sorts and conditions of 
men drift Into such a place, and the 
tendency Is to a free use of firearms in 
case of disputes. Where justice is as­
serted, as it is on the Klondike, where 
all are given a fair chance In the eyes 
of the law, and where property is safe, 
there is no necessity for miners going 
armed,while there is always grave dan­
ger from such a condition of affairs. 
Better keep all on an equality, and by 
prohibiting the carrying of concealed 
weapons, restrain temptation.

Major Walsh, we believe, will in this 
respect do his full duty.

Great Britain continues mistress of 
the seas by a large majority. According 
to the report made to the state 
department of the United States gov­
ernment by Vice-Consul-General Ethel- 
bert Watts, stationed at Cairo, only one 
merchant ship flying the flag of the 
neighboring republic passed through 
the Suez Canal during the first seven 
months of this year, and that was a 
small craft. During the same period 
1.009 British ships passed through the 
canal, 161 German ships, 106 Dutch and 
101 French.

CHARLOTTE SMITH

Has a New Scheme to Compel Batch 
elors to Marry.

New York, Aug. 23.—Charlotte Smith, 
president of the Women's Rescue 
League, called on the Central Labor 
Union to explain her new scheme for 
compelling marriageable bachelors to 
marry. She said she had statistics to 
show that there was an Intimate con­
nection between her scheme and the 
labor question. The great competition 
of women in the field of labor, she 
held, was because 60 per cent of the 
men refused to marry.

She said she was going to Boston to 
start a campaign against the Republi­
can and Democratic candidates for 
mayor there, because both of them are 
bachelors. She did not believe that a 
bachelor ought to hold an elective of­
fice because no man could possibly act 
on questions of public morality unless 
he was married. Even if all the 
bachelors in Greater New York were to 
marry there would be still 100,000 wo­
men without husbands.

It is reported from Boston that Mr. 
Curtis, the Republican candidate for 
mayor of that city, has already an­
nounced his engagement to a young 
woman.

FATAL MOSQUITO BITES.

terests. All that we should consider 
is the good of Canada. This was our 
view at a time that reciprocity with our 
neighbors seemed a possibility, and we 
honestly worked to secure it. This is 
our view now that our neighbors, by 
their legislation, have shown that they 
will not consent to reciprocity, and our 
government has taken the most ad­
vanced step iii favor of promo-ting trade 
between Great Britain and Canada that 
has ever been devised by statesmen.

Canada first is our motto, no matter 
from what direction the opportunity to 
advance our country's interests comes.

New York, Aug. 24.—The northern 
part of Hudson county, New Jersey, 
-this year, suffered more than ever from 
mosquitoes, but it was not until Sun­
day that their bite resulted fatally,

Otto Miller, eighteen months old, 
whose parents live on the Hackensack 
plank road, Weeha-wken, was bitten on 
the cheek. An abscess formed, and a 
week later cérébro-spinal meningitis 
developed. Dr. StilLvagen thinks the 
child’s brain was affected as a result 
of the bite. The baby died in convul­
sions, after being sick for two weeks.

A daughter, eight years old, of Mr. 
Coles, of Hudson avenue, Union Hill, 
was bitten on the cheek. Her face be­
came so swollen that one eye was 
completely closed, and the other part­
ly. The girl suffered great agony, and 
was under treatment five days.

Mr. Roach, of Hawxhurst Park, 
Weehawken, has a boy, three years old. 
who was bitten on the leg several 
days ago. Blood poisoning developed 
in a 'bad form. It was thought for a 
time that amputation of the limb 
would be necessary to save the child’s 
life. The doctor has the case check­
ed. but the swelling, which is enor­
mous, has not been reduced.

A son, three years old, of Peter 
Ciancimino, of the El Dorado Casino, 
was bitten on Tuesday night, and by 
Wednesday evening, when Dr. Still- 
wagen was called, the child’s face was 
swollen to nearly twice its natural 
size. The swelling has gone lown 
considerably since then, but the boy 
is by no means out of danger.

In all these cases the patients have 
suffered a great deal of pain.

Dr. -S-tillwagen says he does not 
know how to account for the remark­
able malignancy of these mosquito 
bites. Not in his experience has he 
known of so many serious cases. It 
is thought that the mosquitoes have 
been in some poisonous shrub or flow­
er or swamp.

Canada’s Progress.
Mr. John A. Cooper, editor of the

inces, with an area of some 500.000 
square miles and a population of about

tion of over 5,100,000. In 1867 Canada 
was a few isolated colonies. Now it is 
a nation, united in patriotic endeavor 
to build up a great country from Its 
boundless natural resources. The total 
foreign trade of the colonies, now In 
Canada, was in 1837 about $29,000,000.

NAGGING MEN.
[New York World.]

A few months ago Dr. Cyrus Edson 
wrote in tii„ North American Review- 
some articles on “Nagging Women.” 
He related his experience as a physi­
cian, and declared that a large share 
of human misery was clearly the re­
sult of women's pestilent and persist­
ent “nagging” of those about them.

But what about “nagging" men? 
There are men whose nightly return 
to their homes always means needless 
misery to their households. They find 
fault with their dinners, with the 
household bills, with the children, and 
with everything else. They make 
sarcastic remarks that burn and scar­
ify the sensitive souls of their wives. 
They carry home the worries of busi­
ness. They “take it out” of their fam­
ilies for everything that has gone 
wrong in their day’s work, and some 
are even cowards enough to revenge 
upon the innocent and helpless those 
wrongs and affronts which they have 
not had courage enough to resist and 
resent upon the offender.

Dr. Edson declared that the disposi­
tion to “nag” in women is clearly dis­
ease. In men it Is almost always the 
venting of a mean and cowardly dis­
position where it is safe to vent it.

There are probably as many “nag­
ging” men as ‘nagging” women in the 
world, and there is {measurably less 
excuse for them. For men have the 
relief of work and out-of-door life for 
Irritable nerves, and that is denied to 
most women. Men’s lives have vari­
ety where women know only monotony.

"Nagging" in men and women alike 
is a sign of weakness, both moral and 
Intellectual. In men it means a wretch­
ed cowardice as well.
