At Oil City they met some friends, 
and had a few rounds at Willis’ Hotel.

After 
supper they began quarreling, then 
James called Joseph a liar, and the two 
men clinched.

He. however, was no judge 
of character, and soon came under the 
influence of the crafty politicians, who 
used him for purposes of their own, 
without reference to the good of the 
country or the party, and as a conse­
quence some of the most indefensible 
appointments ever made were made 
during the time the Thompson govern­
ment was in power. As a result the
