AT LOW RATES OFRONTEREST.

Philsdely his. May 22.— President Gow. 
en announces that tha Philadeiphin and 
Reading Cos! and Iron Company has aus- 
pended payments, being unable to meet 
their obligations. The suspension created 
great excitement M Gowen declines t 
make any stakoment at present. It is uu. 
derstood that the company was obliged to 
pay New York parties, for borrowed money, 
$600,000, and this swamped the concern. 
President Gowen makes the following an 
nouncement :—“The Phlisdelphie & Kead 
ing Railrond Company and the Philadel- 
phis and Reading Coal end Iron Company 
have been compe lied to suspend payments. 
The managers will take immediate mes- 
sures to protect intuci the I roperty of both 
companies, and will continue bneinees. 
For this purp 80 the dally revenues will 
be applied sa far an required, to the pay- 
ment of wages and supplies.”

The strictest secrecy is being observed 
by the Reading Railroad cffioiala regarding 
the suspension President Gowen has re- 
fused positively t see any newspaper men. 
It is understood that the Directors this 
afternoon agreed to ask for the appr iot- 
ment of a receiver A Director eaid to 
night the whole trouble grew out of the 
floating indebtedness. Obligations came 
in toe fast t be met This debt to 
between 15 000,000 and $6,000,000 It was 
$7,500,000, but recently s large sum was 
wiped out. The interest on the debenture 
bonds is about due. The company had an 
extension of âre yeare on there bonds. Be- 
sides these, the interest on the consolida- 
tion bonds (928,000 000) wae to be met on 
the 1st of June, and measures were beiog 
taken to provide therefor.

The suspension of the R. R Co. was long 
sgo expected from the enormous loasee 
arising from ita advances of $50,000,000 to 
an associate company for eosl mining pur- 
poses, and the effect f its payment of high 
dividends for successive yearsout of money 
obtained by the issue of bonds. When, in 
an evil hour, that very pr fitable railroad 
corporation undertook to monopolize the 
mining as well as the transportation of 
coal in the Schuylkill region of Peansyl- 
vania, the Reading Cosl and Iron Company 
was the cover under which it made its pur- 
chases. It was a very large, and has 
proved a most unfortunate venture, sub 
stautially wrecking what was fifteen years 
sgo one of tho moat profitable railroad 
propertica in the country.

New York, May 22.—There was great 
excitement in Wall street to-day over the 
Reading failure, and Rending stock 
dropped almost ten points, and then re- 
covered somewhat.

Pallsdelphia, May 22. — Charles E. 
Smith, ex President of the Reading Rail 
roed, charges that the large floating in- 
debtednesa of the company was concealed 
by fraudulent entries, and that in 1876 an 
investigation was ordered, but the result 
was concealed by the off ials, and in con- 
sequence Smith resigned from the com-
