Silver rings are by no- means uncom-
won at the present day, worn as charms
against cramp and rheumatism. The
use of rings in England. as cbarms
against cramp, dates from the eleventh
contury.

In Catholic times$ cramp, rings were
blossed' by the' King on Good Friday:
Coming in state into his chapel. he
found a crucifix laid upon a cushion
and a carpet spread on the ground be-
fore it. He crept along the carpet to
‘the cushion. as a sign of his humility,
and there hlessed. the rings (which were
in a silver basin). kneelingall the time,
with his almoner kneeling by his side.
After this was done., the Queen and all
her ladies came in and crept up to the
cross.
