SKIRMISHING AT MANILA.

Filipinos Still Harassing the Americans 
But Reported to Be in Straits.

Manila, Feb. 16.—The four companies 
of volunteers which have been clearing 
the country in the vicinity of Patros, 10 
miles southeast of Manila, when retiring 
to-day were followed by the enemy. On 
reaçbihg San Pedro and Maot&i the 
Americans made a stand near the church­
yard and the Americans were driven 
back. The Californians again advanced 
and are now occupying the same ridge, 
commanding the valley of the river, 
which they held yesterday. A gunboat 
in the Pasig is clearing the jungle.

Since the American line reached the 
natural defences of Manila, no further 
advance has been made. The American 
troops are now in camp along the line, 
and in many places they are temporarily 
entrenched. Occasional brushes take 
place between small bodies of the enemy 
and American scouting parties. Troops 
K and I of the Fourth cavalry encoun­
tered the enemy’s scouts yesterday near 
Paranaque, and exchanged volleys with 
the rebels. Trooper Wilmer, of K troop, 
was wounded in the right arm.

The United States armed transport 
Buffalo last night fired four small shells 
at the enemy, having discovered by the 
use of her searchlight that the rebels 
were mounting a battery near Paran­
aque. The rebels did not reply, but 
withdrew their guns to Paranaque.

The transport Brutus and Romulus 
have arrived here from Iloilo. They did 
not bring any iater news, except that 
the American authorities are clearing 
vessels from there, showing that they 
have assumed control of the port.

An unconfirmed rumor is that the 
Filipinos are in sore straits in the inter­
ior, and are • now quarrelling among 
themselves.

A large body of the enemy, presum­
ably reconnoitering, was discovered on 
the right of Brigadier-General King’s 
position near San Pedro and Maeati this 
morning. The entire brigade turned 
out, and after an exchange of volleys the 
rebels retreated into the jungle and dis­
appeared.

Vancouver, Feb. 17.—The news that a 
Peterboro capitalist was in Ottawa ap­
plying for the lease of Deadman’s island 
for the purpose of erecting a saw mill 
thereon, first mentioned in the Colonist a 
couple of weeks ago, has been confirmed 
in a most emphatic manner by the news 
direct from Ottawa that an order-in­
council had been signed transferring the 
island to Theodore Ludgate. 
time the Colonist published the news, its 
Vancouver correspondent warned the 
civic authorities that they must act 
promptly if they would prevent the con­
templated desecration of Stanley park 
through the establishment on its borders 
of a noisy, smoky industry, and the 
ruination of a resort foo rowing boats 
and dances, by bumping logs, located or 
floating in the vicinity. The consensus 
of opinion to-day on the street is that 
the interests of Vancouver have been 
slighted by the federal government who- 
should have first notified the city of Mr. 
Ludgate’s application, and asked for the 
ciuncil’s view in the matter. Mr. Max­
well, Vancouver’s representative in par­
liament, is said to have backed the applir 
cation for the island, and there is strong, 
comment on that gentleman’s action in 
placing himself directly in opposition to- 
the interests of the people.

As before mentioned in the Colonist, 
the industry is promised to be a very 
large one, to employ some 800 hands, but 
it is an industry which would have been 
planted on another site if this island had. 
not been secured. In a conversation 
with the Colonist correspondent on the- 
day of his arrival here Mr. Ludgate stat­
ed that he had come to Vancouver for 
the purpose of establishing a large in 
dustry, but he had not then made up his 
mind as to what the nature of that indus­
try would be. Subsequently on visiting 
Stanley park and seeing Deadman’s is­
land for the first time, Mr. Ludgate, it 
is said, was consumed with an ambition 
to secure the site for a saw mill. Being 
a stranger he was better able to keep his - 
own counsel, quietly slip off to Ottawa r 
and pick up the snap, before opposition 
was aroused.

Probably the first battle royal after the 
erection of the mills, to say nothing of 
what will take place before that tune, 
will be between the park commissioner» 
and Mr. Ludgate regarding the tearing 
up of the park roads by the heavy traffic- 
to and from the mills. But those who 
will register the most vigorous kick now 
and henceforth will be the monied citi­
zens, who, for the purpose of securing an 
unbroken view of tree.-clad picturesque 
Deadman’s island and the wide waters 
of the Inlet, spent thousands of dollars 
in erecting handsome residences close to 
the shore, in situations which will now 
giye them the full benefit of the piercing 
shriek of the mill whistle, the orchestra 
of buzz-s^ws and the blazing bonfires 
connected with the burning of the refuse.

SLAVERY II ZANZIBAR.

Nearly 300,000 Persons are in a State of 
Bondage Under the British Flag.

London, February 8.—Zanzibar is a 
British protectorate under the nominal 
sovereignty of an Arab Sultan whom the 
British Government placed on the throne, 
and the administration of the island is 
almost entirely in the hands of British 
officials. In the vast population it is 
timated that some 280,000 persons are 
still in a state of bondage, although when 
Zanzibar came under British control one 
of the earliest judicial acts was to abol­
ish thereoin the legal status of slavery. 
Recently the subject was taken up and 
has of late called forth apmp pulpit 
tions. The British and Foreign Anti- 
Slavery Society and the Anti-Slavery 
Committee of the Society of Friends ap­
pealed to the Under Secretary of State 
for Foreign Affairs to end the deplorable 
state of affairs. The officials of the Gov­
ernment reply that if they forced the 
slaves to be free untold destitution and 
starvation would result and the indus­
tries of the island would be ruined. There 
is said to be no analogy between the in­
stitution of slavery in Zanzibar and that 
which has ever existed in any other part 
of the world. The Zanzibar slave has a 
bous of his own and plot of land. He 
and his family are clothed; his children 
are educated and cared for, and the mas­
ter and slave both holding the same re­
ligions belief, the slave’s home life and 
personal rights, are both recognized and 
respected. These personal rights of the 
slave include the fixed tenure of his bon­
dage, in other words, he cannot be sold 
to another master and transported zeise- 
where at the cost of separation from his 
wife and family and the breaking up of 
his ehome. The Government officials 
argue that should the Zanzibar slave be 
emancipated at once anfl at a single blow 
he would be deprived of every material 
advantage which is now his. The ma­
jority of the freed blacks near the coasts 
are said to have voluntarily returned to 
bondage. The Government sums up its 
reply to the anti-slavery societies about 
as follows: “Before we confer upon the 
slaves of Zanzibar the sentimental boon 
of liberty we must take steps to provide 
them with the means of utilizing that 
liberty as wage earners; and so far noth­
ings has been done in this direction. To 
set them free without this condition 
would simply mean the wholesale pauper­
ization of the whole population of Zanzi­
bar.

Seven Shiploads of Galicians and Hun­

Toronto, Feb. 15.—A special cable 
says: The Canadian Government hav­

Washington, Feb. 15.—Two sessions of 
the joint high commission were held to­
day, and between times the American 
commissioners held a secret conference 
of two hours’ duration.
