
reached us, there has not been a single 
suggestion of any practical improvement 
that could be carried out either at the 
mine or at the smelter. We cannot, 
therefore, merely because we are told 
geneiady that the property is badly man­
aged, satisfy ourselves that it is so. We 
know perfectly well that there are in­
fluences in and around Nelson that are 
leading to that being made, so to speak, 
a popuiar cry; but we cannot be guided 
by that, and 1 can only repeat that if yon 
can give us some practical suggestion, or 
state in some practical way what is 
wrong, we shall be very glad indeed to 
act upon such information.

Mr. Dean Shelton said that he hap­
pened to visit Nelson about the same 
time as Mr. Griffin, and he comd truth­
fully endorse every word that gentleman 
said as to the ore that was being brought 
down.

The Chairman, in reply to the last 
speaker, said that he could only refer 
him to the report of the impartial scien­
tific man who had been sent out last 
year to examine the mine, and who stat­
ed that it was one of the best managed 
mines in the Colony. His report had 
been in the hands of the shareholders, 
and he did not think it was necessary 
to do more than refer them to the state­
ments made in that report. With regard 
to the completion of the shaft, the super­
intendent’s letter of March 7, which had 
already been circulated to the share­
holders, gave them every information.

Mr. Day said that he would like to 
answer the statement made by one of 
the speakers that the ore coming down 
from the mine was not payable. As 
a matter of fact, they had made a pro­
fit every month, and a good profit.

In reply to other questions the Chair­
man said that it was true that, although 
they had made a profit of £5,000 for the 
four months to the end of January, that 
was after defraying all expenses and 
allowing for depreciation, and so far as 
the accounts to the end of February had 
been audited in the office—they had not 
been passed by their auditor yet—he

An extraordinary general meeting of

the Hall Mines, Limited, was held yes­
terday, at Winchester House, E. C., 
for the purpose of considering a resolu­
tion increasing the capital of the com-

The secretary (Mr. A. E. Ashley) hav­
ing read the notice convening the meet­
ing.

The Chairman said: I have now to 
that the resolution set forth in themove

notice calilng the meeting, which has 
just been read by the secretary, be pas­
sed. The statement which the directors 
have circmateu with this notice appears 
to me—and 1 bellieve you will all have 
found it so—so clear in conveying to you 
the facts upon which we have found it 
necessary to come to you to-day 
aider the resolution, that I feel it would 
be superfluous for me to enlarge on that 
statement. I could only reiterate and 
elaborate what is so clearly set before 
you there, ana you would not thank me 
for detaining you by such reiteration. 
The main points that 1 would call your 
attention to in placing the resolution be­
fore you are that, as is stated in the no­
tice, your board of directors found it 
requisite in order to carry on our busi­
ness that we should obtain more capital. 
We came to the conclusion that the best 
way to obtain that capital was by the 
issue of debentures; but when we placed 
those debentures before the shareholders 
we did not hud so much encouragement 
as we had hoped for, and we were told 
that in order to ensure these debentures 
being taken up we should have to make 
them conveitible into ordinary shares. 
Therefore we have to call you together 
that you may put us in the position of 
increasing the capital of the company in 
order to carry out that measure. The 
objects for which we desire to obtain this 
additional capital have been already com­
municated to you, at the last general 
meeting in December, both by myself 
and, more in detail, by the report from 
Mr. Hardman, a scientific gentleman 
whom we sent out to report on the mine. 
It is necessary that the development of 
the mine, in order to render the property 
more productive, should be pushed on 
ahead of sloping work. That is .one of 
the main purposes for which we have 
asked you to assist us in obtaining ad­
ditional capital. Next we find it re­
quisite that we should satisfy the re­
quirements of our bank by reducing the 
overdraft which stands to our debit, so 
as to bring it down within the amount 
fur which the bank holds security. These 
are the two main objects for which we 
sought to obtain additional capital. Fur­
ther than that, I might refer to the de­
sire that we entertain whenever a favor­
able opportunity occurs—that is to say, 
when we become more thoroughly satis­
fied than we are to-day of the extent and 
duration of our mine—to put up electrical 
plant, which would very much reduce 
the cost of working the mine and the 
smelter. We arc advised, and we be­
lieve, that by the expenditure of £10,- 
000 to £12,000 we can reduce the cost 
of power both at the smelter and at the 
mine to such an extent that within two 
years we shall have been repaid in the 
reduced cost of working the whole of the 
disbursment which we shall be called 
upon to make in putting up these works; 
but, until from the further progress of 
the development work we are satisfied 
of the permanence and productiveness of 
the mine, we do not propose to enter into 
such expenditure. I really do not know 
that I can usefully say anything more, 
further than that if any shareholder 
would like to have any additional infor­
mation or explanation on any matter, I 
shall be pleased to endeavor to give him 
a satisfactory answer, 
move:

there was no definite information that 
could be given, he could say that the 
prospect in some of these was very 
favorable. In one property they had dis­
covered a streak of gold quartz that 
seemed very likely to turn out a payable 
streak. They had also options on other 
properties which were likely to yield pay­
able quantités of copper. Another im­
portant point which had been touched on 
by one of the speakers was that they 
were able to use their smelter for the 
puriiose of treating the ore from sur­
rounding properties, and they looked for­
ward to considerable profits from that 
source.

Of course, the in­
structions are that all care should be 
taken not to send down ore that will 
H”! realize 15 oz. of silver to the ton, 
which it has been found by experience 
is sufficient to more than pay all the 
smelting expenses. The ore that has been 
taken ont of late is certainly of a low­
er grade than we used to work, and 
much of it comes from the development 
work which is being carried on. Of 
course, it is difficult at times to discern 
accurately what is and what is not pay­
able ore. As it is taken out it all has to 
come to the surface, but you may depend 
upon it that the management, whether 
here or at Nelson, is not likely to bring 
down the mountain any ore that will 
not repay the cost of transit and smelt­
ing With regard to what the last speak­
er had heard at Nelson as to the mis- 
management of the mine, I may say it is 
not the first time we have heard of this 
talk. All I can say is. we shall be glad

Yesterday saw the return to port of the 
sealing schooner Umbrina, which has a 
total of 441 skins to show for her spring 
expedition. Her trip had been barren of 
unusual incidents, Captain Macdonald’s 
report being summarized in the observa­
tion: “Fine weather, but few seals— 
they've gone north.’’ The Umbrina just

It is admitted by Mr. Sifton that the call 
he has made, through Mr. Ogilvie, upon 
other people to come forward with 
charges, and to tell him where the wrong 
is, has been futile.

The family seems to have 
been unloaded upon the treasury, and 

the father of the Young Napoleon 
scored a snug berth. .Taking Mr. Mar­
tin’s place, Mr. Sifton inherited the 
school law, and became the political Pro­
testant to manipulate that question in 
the West, while Tarte operated on the 
other lines in Quebec. Mr. Sifton sol­
emnly declared at a public meeting that 
he never could, and never would, alter 
this sacred enactment, and on this 
pledge, which turned out to be untrue, 
earned the province in 1895. In 1896 
he was still shouting “No Popery,” but 
when the party won in June of that 
year a change came over the spirit of 
his dream. Joe Martin was a candidate 
tor the Federal cabinet.

Germany and France are therefore equal, 
theoretically, but on a war footing the 
German army would reach close on 3,000,-

Two Prospectors Reach Skagway With 
a Sack of Nuggets From the District.

A Skagway paper received by the Tees 
yesterday says: “On Sunday morning 
A. G. Myers and Adolph Hochgesang, 
two hardy and experienced prospectors, 
returned from Calhoon creek, a tributary 
to the Porcupine, bringing with them a 
sack of gold nuggets taken from their 
claim after four days’ work on the rim 

caus'nff considerable excitement. 
The men are perfectly reliable, and are 
experienced miners working in both Col­
orado and Montana. They located claims 
in company with Mr. Joe Martin and 
Tim Vogel of Haines, last fall on both 
Porcupine and Calhoon rivers, and joint­
ly own placer claims of 80 acres on both 
streams. Six weeks ago they left Haines 
for the purpose of commencing develop­
ment work on their claims. Owing to the 
great depth of snow, and high water, 
they decided to commence operations on 
Calhoon creek. After great effort they 
succeeded in uncovering at a depth of 
9 feet the edge of the rim rock on this 
claim and followed the surface towards 
the bed of the river for four days with 
astonishing success they succeeded in ob­
taining $1.50 to the pan of coarse gold. 
The dip of the rim rock runs toward the 
center of the river and is composed of 
slate of an irregular shape and marked 
with a rough surface, and its creased 
seams holding deposits of gold. The lo­
cation of this claim is on Calhoon creek, 
about two milés above its mouth, whare 
it empties into the Porcupine four miles 
above Discovery claim on the Porcupine. 
In describing the ciAmtry, they say that 
plenty of claims equally as good as their 
own will soon be developed, and are 
satisfied that many undiscovered claims 
can be had, including both placer and 
quartz.
