Mrs. Jenkins and Dr. Hall al­
so cordially endorsed the resolution 
though the latter took occasion to say 
that though he had been unable to ibo 
present at previous meeting» dealing 
with the matter, and therefore was not 
cognizant of all the facts, yet with such 
light as he had on the question, he 
thought the board had acted rather has­
tily in dismissing Miss Cameron.

The resolution was adopted unani­
mously.

No other business offered, the (board 
adjourned to the will of the chair. The 
members present were Trustees Boggs, 
Jay, Mowat, Dr. Hail and Mrs. Jen­
kins.

Authorized Rendering of Divine Service

We have observed with concern the 
growing tendency to shorten and set 
aside the established order of church ser­
vices on the Lord’s Day without due 
authority: Also to introduce into the
service musical selections unauthorized 
and on edifying such as the substitution 
for the offertory sentences of anthem 
solos; the omission of a sermon after 
evensong; and the use in its place of a 
cantata or sacred melody; the employ­
ment of elaborate services instead of 
plain chants and responses, to the exclu- 
clusion of the congregation from their 
rightful participation in divine worship.

Special Seasons of Prayer.
Considering the undoubted fact that 

untold blessing has arisen in response to 
the special prayers, that God’s people 
have offered on St. Andrew’s Day, the 
special Day of Intercession, and at 
other seasons, we would most earnestly 
press upon* the clergy to take care to 
give their people special opportunities of 
prayer and praise each year, and we 
would also call upon the faithful laity 
everywhere to listen to the call of their 
clergy and gladly to unite in these spec­
ial devotions.
Missionary Society of the Church of

England in Canada.
As bishops of the church we have but 

one mind as to the need of urging all to 
support with devoted liberality our own 
■Canadian Missionary Society. We thank 
iGod for the onward spirit of the society 
itself, for its increasing income, and for 
the great good it has accomplished with­
in the short period of three years. Never­
theless we kuow that what we have done 
is by no means the measure of the 
church’s power, 
even approximately, to reach that mea­
sure until every clergyman becomes the 
willing and earnest advocate of the work 
of the society, instead of, as too often 
happens, remaining a mere machine to 
convey to congregations the desire of the 
society to enlist their sympathy. If all 
the clergy were as earnest in this mat­
ter, as thank God so many are, we would 
have no trouble in meeting, indeed more 

’ than meeting, our diocesan appointments 
and we cannot fail to realize that where 
such cold, mechanical methods are pur­
sued, the responsibility of diocesan fail­
ure rests on those whose lack of personal 
effort impedes the church of God iu its 
earnest effort to fulfill the Master’s will.

Words of Warning.
It is our desire, based on duty toward 

IGod and our people, to warn all against 
that godless spirit which seeks to regu­
late at will the result of marriage, and 
largely to banish childhood from the 
home. We care not to linger on such a 
subject, but we would warn the thought­
less, as well as those who cannot be 
called so, that there are deadly moral 
and social crimes, as well as those 
against the laws of king and country, 
and that foremost among such moral 
crimes is that which, rushing against the 
laws of God and nature, will surely 
bring upon the criminals, in some way, 
physically and spiritually, the just judg­
ment of an offended. God.

We have sought, brethren, in these 
words, to lead you with ourselves, at 
least in thought, into the very presence 
of God, for Christian dpty and Christian 
responsibility realized and sought to be 
fulfilled, must ever bring us close to 
Him, “whose we are and Whom we 
ought to serve.” To us the synod ha* 
been a great joy and source of thankful­
ness, for whilst minds have differed, all 
have been united in bowing before the 
church’s voice, when ite decision» have 
been clearly given. This unity of spirit 
surely is from God, this brotherhood is 
His gift, this freedom from strife and 
rancour in His blessing.

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At the meeting of the general Synod 
of the Church of England in the Domin­
ion of Canada, held in Quebec in Septem­
ber, 1905, th Archbishops and Bishops 
of the upper house issued the following 
pastoral letter and ordered it to be read 
'by all the clergy to their congregation» 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific. It was 
accordingly read in 'all the English 
churches of Victoria and British Colum­
bia, on Sunday, Nov. 19th:

To the Clergy and Laity of the 
!Church of England in Canada:

In the name of the Father, the Sou, 
and the Holy Ghost.

Three years have passed since we last 
addressed you, brethren beloved, on the 
duties and responsibilities of our com­
mon life a« servants of the Lord Jesus 
Christ, and memories of His Church. 
And now once more we, as your Bishops, 
conscious of the weight of responsibility 
which rests on us, and which time can 
never lessen, address you af ter the close 
of a most important gathering of the 
whole Canadian Church in general synod 
assembled, composed of all the bishops 
and chosen representatives, both cleri­
cal and lay, of the Dominion. Surely 
the whole church may pray that the fore­
most result of such a gathering may be 
-that bishops, clergy and laity may pass 
to the more ordinary work of their com- 
mon duties, filled with an earnest desire 
to “live the life” which wherever lived 
will bring glory to our Lord and Master, 
Jesus Christ. And God knows we need 
all the divine power, that the united 
faith of bishops, clergy and laity can 
bring, through Christ, into the life of 
this land. Never was land more blest, 
never had any country more to be grate­
ful for, and yet how terribly thoughtless 
it is at times of God. We must awake, 
awake for our own qeoqle, awake for 
our own loved Church of England, and 
not for pride or glory’s sake, or for su­
premacy, but for Ghrist’e sake, win our 
portion in this promised land, and win 
it for the Bird we serve?

The Need of Godly Example, 
t Christian brethren of the laity whom 
these words may reach in distant places, 
we desire you -to realize more fuly than 
ever you have done, the individual pow­
er you possess through the example of 
your daily life, and to use that power 
for the glory of our Saviour. At a time 
îwhen that great influence called “soci­
ety” seems steadily drifting towards 
God-forgetfulness and irréligion, when 
the solemnity of the Lord’s day is de­
graded through the frivolity of fashion, 
when a spiritual, yet bold profession of 
religion is often regarded as vulgarity, 
when with many it is fashionable to 
leave God’s house unfrequented and the 
ordinances of religion unused, when mo­
ney is poured out lavishly on luxury 
and soft, enervating living, and paltry 
sums at times given -by the rich to the 
things of God, at such a time, the voice 
of every godly man and woman should 
be raised in the interest of all that Is 
“pure and of good report;” and the 
worth of personal example should be 
realized as all important in -the home, 
in the area of childhood, and in the 
busy haunts of busy men. Better, far 
-better, the sober strictness at which 
the fashionable world may mock, 
than the offering of hris|‘s will, 
and our responsible manhood or woman­
hood, on the altar of a godless, frivolous 
and wholly irresponsible, fashionable 
world.

3. Your committee, consisting of five 
members of the board, have personally ex­
amined the books, and are satisfied that 
the finding of the examiner in regard to 
them was fully justified; a finding which, 
moreover, has -been emphatically endorsed 
by two professional draughtsmen after a 
thorough examination of the books.

4. Thè action of the department in can­
celling -the marks on these books was in­
tended as a rebuke to the teachers for un­
satisfactory Instruction, and particularly 
for disregarding the direction which had 
been repeatedly given them, that no rul­
ing whatever was to be allowed in the 
free hand exercises. How Inefficient that 
Instruction must have been is shown -by 
the fact that, apart entirely from the term 
work -under consideration, the average of 
marks obtained by the pupils of the South 
Park school for the free hand drawing 
done on examination day was lower than 
in any other city school of the province, 
save one.

5. That the department did not Intend to 
reflect upon the good fftlth of the pupils 
by the treatment accorded their drawing 
books, but to deal with them rather as the 
victims of inefficient instruction, is shown 
by the fact that not a pupil who had other­
wise earned promotion to the High school 
was allowed to fall because of a low mark 
in drawing.

6. In view of all the facts, the members 
of the committee are fully satisfied With 
the manner in which the department has 
dealt >with this matter.

7i As children should be permitted or re­
quired toStestlfy under oath only in cases 
of extreme necessity, and then under pro­
per authorization and sanction, the com­
mittee wholly disapproves of Miss Cam­
eron’s action In calling upon pupils with­
out such authorization to make sworn 
statements In her behalf simply -because 
she resented an adverse professional criti­
cism from the department; and the com­
mittee recommends that Miss Cameron be 
informed that all affidavits taken by her 
from pupils must be immediately forward­
ed to the secretary of the board.

Because of the attacks of the Japan­
ese the United States authorities at Ma­
nila sent a cruiser of -the island (squad­
ron to San Miguel bay and the derelict 
was conveyed to Manila, where she was 
held. Captain Jessen went ashore and 
arranged for the necessary repairs, keep­
ing nebs spread about (his vessel and 

He was appre­
hensive of further attacks of patriots, 
and, «in the meantime, a new propellor 
was made and fitted. TTie steamer lay 
at anchor in Manila (bay and the war 
dragged its course.

Then Captain Jessen read in a Mani­
la newspaper -that Admiral Rejestven- 
sky had eluded the waiting Japanese 
and passed through the -Straits of Ma­
lacca in view of the people of Singa­
pore with 'his fleet from the Bâtie. The 
next night the Carlisle with 'lights 
doused steamed quietly past Cavite into 
the open sea. Her departure was a 
mystery to -the Manila newspapers. The 
waterfront people had seen the steamer 
the night (before and in the morning she 
was gone.

Captain Jessen had gone to seek the 
Baltic fleet, but he failed to find them. 
He did n-ot know that the Russian ships 
lingered at Kararanh Bay, while all Ja­
pan glared at French, and the Carlisle 
sailed ibhe China seas, risking capture 
by the Japanese warships in those wat­
ers, and then «he headed for Saigon.

There the matter rests. The months

And hence is it that we, your fathers

Few 
who have attained the higher life have 
done so apart from almost countless acts 
of self-surrender, and willing bearing of 
that against which the flesh rebels; the 
road of God’s will is often a road of 
suffering, those who will wear the dea­
ling robes of victors at the last “will 
have come out of great tribulation,” ana 
the highest type of the consecrated 
Christian life is that which “beareth all 
things, eudureth all things.” The synod 
has done what in God’s sight it believes 
is right, and we, your fathers, thank 
God that it arrived at a conclusion that 
(though it may entail suffering on the 
few, is certainly conceived m the inter­
est of the many.

Observance of the Lord’s Day.
■ For the further preservation of the 
purity and sweetness of Christian life, 
we would urge on all who “love the 
Lord Jesus” to leave nothing undone, 
by voice, by influence, by example to, 
preserve the sacredness of the Lord’s 
Day-. One dreads to think what the 
fashionable mode of regarding and using 
that day may lead to, and we warn the 
Christian manhood and womanhood of 
the church that where, fashion is allowed 
to usurp the throne of Christ, where the 
day is used for excited pleasure, and 
wholly divorced from worship, the div­
ine object of the day is lost, and Christ 
is dishonored where above all He should 
be glorified. And it our united voices 
could reach those whose example is so 
deleterious to the best interests of the 
people, we would ask them to realize 
that their responsibility is as real a thing 
today as it will be to them and for us 
when we stand at the last in the presetce 
of God.

In sonnection with this subject we 
would commend to the church the work 
of the Lord’s Day Alliance of Canada. 
Its object is largely identical with ours, 
and its field is the Dominion. We 
would welcome and aid any godly effort 
of this description and knowing the de­
voted earnestness displayed by the Al­
liance in this respect, we pray God’s 
blessing to rest upon its labors.
